	Purpose:
	To notify field staff of a rate change to the bed hold rate for adult family homes.  

	Background:
	Under WAC 388-105-0045 an Adult Family Home must hold a bed for a Medicaid eligible resident if short term care is needed in a nursing home or hospital, the resident is likely to return to the AFH, and payment is made for the bed hold.  

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified
	The rate for a bed hold for days eight through twenty was $11.35 per day. That rate has been raised to $15 per day. 


	ACTION:
	When authorizing adult family home bed holds after July 1, 2013, for days eight through twenty, use the new daily rate of $15.
