	PURPOSE:
	To inform AAAs that the federal funding included in their State/Fed budget  for SFMNP food vouchers must be reported on their SEFA.  

	BACKGROUND:
	In past years, Aging and Disability Services (ADS), Management Service Division (MSD) informed AAAs that it was not necessary to include amounts related to federally-funded SFMNP food vouchers on their SEFA.  ADS/MSD’s decision was based upon the fact that the funding for SFMNP food vouchers does not flow through AAAs; they are only responsible to oversee voucher distribution. 

	WHAT’S NEW, CHANGED, OR
CLARIFIED:
 
	In July 2013, the State Auditors Office (SAO) made the determination that federal expenditures related to SFMNP food vouchers must be reported on the SEFAs. 

Beginning with the calendar year 2013 reporting cycle, ADS/MSD will include SFMNP funding information in the yearly reports sent to AAAs showing the breakout of federally funded expenditures between federal and state funding sources. AAAs can expect to receive this report in April 2014.  

	ACTION:
	AAAs are to include the value of federally-funded SFMNP food vouchers on their SEFA beginning with their 2013 reports.
