Washington Roads: Two New Community Transition or Stabilization Service Codes

	PURPOSE:
	To notify staff of two new codes being added to Washington Roads.

	BACKGROUND:
	Effective November 1, 2013, the eligibility criteria for WA Roads expanded and WA Roads services are now available to individuals transitioning from an institution to a community setting and as a resource for individuals who are currently living in the community, but who are at risk of losing their placement. MB 13-072 details eligibility criteria and authorization procedures for each cohort. 


	WHAT’S NEW, CHANGED, OR
CLARIFIED
 
	In addition to the codes issued at the launch of the Washington Roads expansion, two additional codes are being released.  These new codes address the need for transition or stabilization services.  

Due to differences in tax status, Community Transition or Stabilization Services has two separate codes; one for 1099 taxable services and one for non-taxable. 
· 1099 taxable services include various types of income other than wages, salaries, and tips that must be reported to the IRS. 
· The non-taxable code is used for reimbursements and deposits (which are not viewed as income for tax purposes). 
· For example, when a case manager authorizes a mover to help relocate an individual from a nursing home to their own apartment and the mover is paid directly through SSPS, it is a 1099 service and code 5645 would be used. If a Community Choice Guide coordinates the move and pays the mover, the CCG is reimbursed for the cost of the mover using code 5646 because reimbursements are not taxable income.

· 5645 WA Roads Community Transition or Stabilization Services: 1099 This code should be used when the following services are paid to the provider directly from the DSHS payment system (SSPS or ProviderOne): 
· Moving and/or packing fees; 
· Utility set-up and/or utility deposit fees;
· One-time cleaning and/or one-time pest eradication;
· Storage unit rental.

· 5646 WA Roads Community Transition or Stabilization Services:
Non-taxable. This code should be used for:
· All rental deposits paid to a property management company or landlord.
· Reimbursement for costs incurred by a Community Choice Guide for the following:
· Moving and/or packing fees; 
· Utility set-up and/or utility deposit fees;
· One-time cleaning and/or one-time pest eradication;
· Storage unit rental;
· Rental deposits.

There are reason codes within each service code that must be indicated at the time of authorization.

Reimbursement for the purchase of items or goods by a Community Choice Guide should be made using SSPS code 5606.

The new WA Roads codes are available as of March 1, 2014 and can be found on the SSPS website. Participation is applied to these two new WA Roads services.  All WA Roads services are provided through state-only funding, and should be authorized only when no other services are available to stabilize the placement.  Service authorization limits can be exceeded using a local ETR process.
For more detailed information regarding these services, please see the Service Code Data Sheets, attached below.  All providers of WA Roads services paid directly from the DSHS payment system must be contracted under existing contracts (AAAs maintain lists of contracted providers).
