	Increase in Maximum Mileage Reimbursement Units for Individual Providers


	Purpose:
	To notify staff:
· That the maximum number of miles that may be authorized has changed from 60 miles to 100 miles per client per month
· About the mileage transaction generator (TG) that will run in November to implement the change


	Background:
	The 2013-2015 Collective Bargaining Agreement (CBA), by and between the State of Washington and the Services Employees International Union (SEIU) 775, set the maximum number of miles per client per month when the Individual Provider uses their personal vehicles to provide services such as essential shopping and travel to medical services as authorized in the care plan.  Mileage rate is based on the standard mileage rate recognized by the Internal Revenue Service.  


	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified
	Effective November 1, 2014 the maximum number of miles that may be authorized per client per month for essential shopping and travel to medical services is increased to 100 miles.  As in the past 100 miles may be authorized to one Individual Provider or divided between multiple providers.

Updated service codes data sheets with the new mileage maximum will be available for use by November 1st. 

Guidelines for using Individual Providers mileage reimbursement codes:

· These codes will be used for transportation provided only by Individual Providers using their personal vehicles.  Do not use these codes for agency caregivers or residential providers as mileage reimbursement for these providers is included within the hourly/daily personal care vendor rate.

· The Medicaid brokered transportation service is the service of first choice and must be used when it is available and meets the client’s medical transportation needs.

· The maximum number of miles that may be authorized is 100 miles per client in any service month.  100 miles may be authorized to one Individual Provider or divided between multiple providers.

· Transportation is limited to essential shopping and/or travel to medical services outlined in the client’s service plan.

· Mileage will be reimbursed on a per mile driven basis for the purposes of providing essential shopping and/or travel to medical services.  Individual Providers will document miles driven on the Individual Provider Timesheet.  Case managers and social workers may ask to see completed timesheets.



	ACTION:
	What the transaction generator will do:

On November 8th or 15th SSPS will produce a TG which will automatically update open mileage authorizations with the new mileage maximum units with the following mileage service codes:

The TG will apply to authorizations with a begin date of November 1, 2014 or greater.

What must be done manually:
SSPS will generate an exception client list a week after the transaction generator runs. This list will be sent to each reporting unit to manually update mileage authorization that have:

· expired dates

· units below 60 miles 

· a worker ID that no longer exists
