	Purpose:
	To instruct Area Agencies on Aging (AAAs) on procedure and deadline for requesting CY2014 OAA and NSIP carryover.

	Background:
	AAAs are allowed to carry over 10% of their CY2014 current year funding for OAA and NSIP into the following year.  AAAs that want to carry over more than 10% of their current year funding must receive approval from the State Unit on Aging (SUA).

Clarified

 
	For OAA and NSIP funding, requests for carryover in excess of 10% must be submitted by March 2, 2015.  NSIP carryover in excess of 10% is calculated separate from the OAA carryover in excess of 10% calculation.  Requests must specify the amount of excess carryover, by funding source, and include a description of the following:

· The circumstances that lead to the excess carryover.

· A process to avoid excess carryover in the future.

· A plan to expend carryover and the programs and services that will be affected.
An optional form that can be used to request carryover is included in this Management Bulletin.    

	ACTION:
	· AAAs must submit their requests for excess carryover to their AAA Specialist, with a copy to Anna Glaas, AAA Grants Unit Supervisor by March 2, 2015.
