	DSHS will submit the Residential Support Waiver amendment to the Centers for Medicaid and Medicare Services (CMS) on February 27, 2015.  The amendment adds enhanced services facilities and explains the types of services and supports that will be available to waiver participants in this new setting. 

The Residential Support Waiver amendment is subject to public input.  The public comment period is from January 23, 2015, through 5:00 p.m. on February 24, 2015. The Residential Support Waiver (WA.1086) was approved by the Centers for Medicaid and Medicare Services (CMS) on August 1, 2014.  The Department is amending this waiver to add enhanced services facilities as a placement option for waiver participants.  



The Residential Support Waiver provides community placement options to individuals with complex behavioral and clinical needs who are currently in psychiatric hospitals and are ready to transition to the community.  Services available through the waiver include personal care, behavior support, skilled nursing, and client training.



Enhanced service facilities are residential settings that provide high levels of staffing, client services and supports, and supervision for client integration in the surrounding community to no more than 16 individuals.  The addition of enhanced services facilities will provide a second residential option for Residential Support Waiver participants.  Waiver participants will be able to choose whether to receive services in an enhanced services facility or in an adult family home with a specialized behavior support contract.
