	Purpose:
	To advise all staff of updates to forms due to CFC implementation.

	Background:
	In June of 2014, HB 2746 and SB 6387 were passed that directed DSHS to refinance Medicaid funded personal care under the Community First Choice Option made available through the Affordable Care Act.  Implementation of this program will be effective on July 1, 2015. Changes to some DSHS forms were necessary for CFC implementation.

14-443 Financial/Social Services Communication
· CFC program option added.
· Other changes to clarify and streamline use of form.
Case Transfer Form

· CFC program option added.
· Signed service summary requirement added.
16-172 Your Rights and Responsibilities When You Receive Services Offered by Aging and Long Term Support Administration
· Information was added to inform clients about accessing APS and advocacy services.
· Information was changed to remove the requirement that all assessments must be completed in the client’s home.
· Information was revised to capture person centered planning processes.
14-225 Acknowledgement of Services

· CFC program option added to COPES checkbox.  Use of form has been streamlined for CFC clients who may also need COPES services at some time during the assessment cycle.  Client only needs to check CFC/COPES box at time of assessment and won’t need to sign a new form if COPES services are added during the plan period.
Planned Action Notice (PAN)
· CFC program option added.
· When clients are enrolled in both CFC and COPES, send one PAN with both programs and services listed; sending two separate PANs is not necessary.

· Monthly hours are now combined into “CFC Monthly Services” so that as clients adjust how they use the hours allocated by the CARE assessment, a new PAN will not be required.  

· If a client uses the $500 annual limit for Skills Acquisition Training or Assistive Technology, a new PAN will be required as purchases are made. 

	ACTION:
	Begin using the new forms immediately.

Current clients must sign the new version of forms 14-225 and 16-172 at their next annual or significant change assessment beginning July 1, 2015.
Ensure that clients sign the new version of 14-225 when they enroll in COPES, New Freedom, Residential Support Waiver or CFC on/after July 1, 2015.

Have the new signed forms scanned into the client’s electronic record. 
The 14-225 and the 16-172 forms will be updated in CARE in a future CARE release. Please find the updated forms on the intranet forms website until CARE is updated. 
The 14-443 and Case Transfer Form are maintained within the DMS system as electronic forms and will be revised for use as of July 1, 2015.
