	Purpose:

	CMS rules published in January 2014, created requirements for States to post additional notices allowing public review and comment when a HCBS waiver is amended or renewed.

Clarified
	DSHS will be submitting the following waiver amendments to CMS in September 2015:

1. COPES amendment to:
a. Remove performance measures related to the State monitoring service plan development in accordance with its policies and procedures.  These measures are no longer required by CMS.
b. Modify language to reflect that all assessments will continue to be conducted through an in-person interview.  In addition, case managers will be required to make at least one other contact during the service plan year.  A home visit is also necessary if the initial assessment was not conducted in the home where services are provided.
c. Indicate that initial assessments will be completed within 45 days of intake instead of 30 days.  
2. Residential Support Waiver amendment to:
a. Remove performance measures related to the State monitoring service plan development in accordance with its policies and procedures. 
b. Indicate that initial assessments will be completed within 45 days of intake instead of 30 days.   
3. New Freedom amendment to:
a. Modify language to reflect that all assessments will continue to be conducted through an in-person interview.  In addition, case managers will be required to make at least one other contact during the service plan year.  A home visit is also necessary if the initial assessment was not conducted in the home where services are provided.
b. Indicate that initial assessments will be completed within 45 days of intake instead of 30 days.  
The public comment period for the amendments is from August 5, 2015 through 5:00 pm September 5, 2015.  The attached notice provides information on how to provide comments and/or receive a paper copy of the plan from ALTSA headquarters.
