	Purpose:
	To notify field staff of changes in Home and Community (HCS) rates effective July 1, 2015.

	Background:
	Based on the budget passed by the Legislature, some HCS rates will change. 

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified
	Effective July 1, 2015 Adult Family Home rates will increase by 5% and Assisted Living, Assisted Living – Adult Residential Care, and Assisted Living – Enhanced Adult Residential Care will increase by 2.5%. 
Effective July 1, 2015 Specialized Dementia Care rates will increase by 2.5% in Enhanced Adult Residential Care contracted facilities.

Effective July 1, 2015 Expanded Community Service rates are increased 2.5% in Enhanced Adult Residential Care contracted facilities. 

Effective July 1, 2015 Expanded Community Service rates are increased 5% in Adult Family Homes. 

Effective July 1st, 2015, the vendor rate for all contracted homecare agencies will increase from $22.96 per hour to $24.16 per hour.  This is based on the published quarter hour rate of $5.74 changing to $6.04 per quarter hour. For more information about changes to the vendor rate for contracted homecare agencies see management bulletin H15-044. 
Effective July 1, 2015 the Individual Provider base rate will change. Attached is the table of the new base rates. Individual Providers who have a valid Home Care Aide Certification or equivalent and/or complete advanced training will receive an additional $0.25 per hour differential payment on top of their base wage for a total of $0.50 when applied for both the certification and advanced training completion.
