	Community First Choice (CFC)  Personal Emergency Response System (PERS) Exception to Rule (ETR) Policy Change 

	Purpose:
	To notify staff of changes to the ETR approval process for CFC PERS add-ons.

	Background:
	PERS add-ons over $41.67 per month require an ETR. Until now, these ETRs have been submitted to headquarters for approval.  

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified
	CFC PERS add-ons may now be approved at the local level.

	ACTION:
	Effective immediately, the Field Service Administrator or designee and the AAA Director or designee will have authority to approve ETRs for PERS add-ons at the local level.  

Instructions for CFC PERS add-ons:

· Continue to use the ETR screen in the CARE Application

· All ETRs should be approved using the fiscal year starting July 1st and ending June 30th and not the plan year.
· PERS add-ons are charged to the client’s annual limit.
· Basic PERS systems and installation fees are not charged to the annual limit. 

· Add-ons must be billed separately from the basic PERS system, using codes:

· S5161, U1 for fall detection; 
· S5161, U2 for GPS; 
· S5161, U3 for a medication reminder add-on.
