	Purpose:
	To notify field staff of changes in Home and Community (HCS) rates effective July 1, 2016.

	Background:
	Based on the budget passed by the Legislature, some HCS rates will change. 

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified
	Effective July 1, 2016, Adult Family Home rates will increase by 5%.
Effective July 1, 2016, Expanded Community Service rates are increased by 5%. The rate will change from $112.11 to $117.72 in Adult Family Homes. The cap on the sum of the Adult Family Home [T1020, U1) daily rate plus the ECS Add-On for the AFH [T2033, U1] will change from $112.11 to $117.72.

Effective July 1, 2016, Private Duty Nursing for LPNs and RNs hourly rate will increase by $10.00. The new LPN rate will be $36.96/$9.24 per quarter hour rate. The new RN rate will be $44.96/$11.24 per quarter hour rate. 

Effective July 1, 2016, the vendor rate for all contracted homecare agencies will increase from $24.16 per hour to $25.68 per hour. This is based on the published quarter hour rate of $6.04 changing to $6.42 per quarter hour. 
Effective July 1, 2016, the Individual Provider base rate will change. Attached is the table of the new base rates. The base rate range is $11.75-$15.15.


	ACTION:
	Staff must begin authorizing new services for July 1, 2016 forward using the new rates. ProviderOne will automatically update current authorizations and IPOne will automatically assign the correct payment step to IPs.
