	UPDATED crosswalk:  F-TAG to CFR STATUTE to WAC REFERENCES (nh)

	Purpose:
	To inform RCS staff that the “F-Tag to CFR Statute to WAC References Crosswalk” has been revised.

	Background:
	· In 1994, RCS finalized nursing home WAC revisions, which patterned the WAC chapter after the federal regulations.

· Since then, RCS has conducted a state licensure survey when the federal certification survey is done (for state licensed and federal certified NHs).
· This required that we show appropriate WAC numbers that correspond to the F-tag cited.  The corresponding WAC is shown on Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) form 2567, Statement of Deficiencies, below the deficiency documentation for the F-tag.
· A number of years ago, RCS developed the “Crosswalk” as a starting point to assist staff in determining which WAC number to reference.

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified:
 
	· This MB supersedes and replaces MB R16-010.
· Since January 2016 (the last formal update), there have been changes to the WAC and F-tags.; the attached “Crosswalk” February 2018 revision reflects these changes.

· The intention of the “Crosswalk” continues to be a starting point only to assist staff in determining the WAC number that specifically relates to a cited F-tag.

	ACTION:
	RCS Nursing Home Staff will:

· Use the February 2018 “Crosswalk” as a base-guide for correlating each F-tag citation with section/s in state rule.
· Continue to check each F-tag citation and the specific number and/or letter within the WAC section, to ensure the WAC number corresponds to the failed practice described within the Statement of Deficiencies.

· Consult with your Field Manager if there are questions about the correct WAC number to use.
