	Purpose:
	To inform staff of the release of the revised NH Transfer or Discharge Notice form (DSHS 10-237).

	Background:
	· On 11/28/2017, the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) released new regulations concerning discharges and transfers. 
· In the event of a facility-initiated discharge, facilities must provide residents (or resident representatives) with specific written information.  DSHS 10-237 was designed as a tool to assist facilities in providing that information.  With the changes in regulations, the existing form no longer served that purpose.
· Specific information about discharge/transfer regulations can be found in the State Operations Manual, in CMS Survey & Certification memos (S&C 17-27-NH and S&C 18-08-NH) or in RCS Management Bulletins (R18-043 and R18-006).

	· RCS has revised DSHS 10-237.  The revised form is now available for use in English, as well as the DSHS required language translations.  The form is located at the Electronic DSHS Forms website. Facilities are not required to use the form.
