	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified:
 
	Some of the WAC regulations under consideration:

· WAC 388-76-10530 – Resident rights – Notice of services – to clarify the requirements in the notice of rights and services; will also absorb language from 388-76-10520 Resident rights – general notice, which will be repealed.

· WAC 388-76-10540 – Resident rights – Disclosure of fees and charges – Notice of requirements – Deposits – to clarify the resident does not need to sign the Disclosure of Charges form provided by the department.

· WAC 388-76-10615 – Resident rights – Transfer and discharge – clarifies language around transfer and discharge and also moves some of the language into a new section.

· WAC 388-76-10720 – Electronic monitoring equipment – Audio monitoring and video monitoring – clarifies language around the use of video monitoring equipment.

· WAC 388-76-10750 – Safety and maintenance – clarifying language around safe storage of dangerous products.
· WAC 388-76-10865 – Resident Evacuation from the home – amend to clarify residents needing assistance have a bedroom on the first floor of the home.

The department is considering amending or repealing sections of Chapter 388-76 of the
Washington Administrative Code (WAC). These changes are needed to address
resident safety concerns or to correct or clarify language in currently rule.

A CR-101 (WSR 19-03-148) was recently filed with the Office of the Code Reviser to
begin the rulemaking process. A link to this document can be found on ALTSA’s
Information for Adult Family Home Providers web page, under “AFH Rule Filings”.

Highlights of the changes under consideration include:

e Clarifying requirements around the notice of rights and services;

e Clarifying the resident is not required to sign the Disclosure of Charges form
provided by the department;

e Clarifies transfer and discharge requirements and separates 388-76-10615 into
two regulations;

e Clarifying regulation of video monitoring equipment;

e Clarifying language around safe storage of dangerous products; and

e Condense emergency evacuation WACs and clarify location of bedrooms for
residents who need assistance.

The proposed language for this change will be posted on the AFH Professional
webpage for review and comment prior to filing the CR-102.
