	· The Department recently filed the CR-102 and proposed amendments to Chapter 388-78A WAC with the Office of Code Reviser.
· The rule making will be limited to the amendment of the enforcement section 3180, and the addition of two new sections.
· The Department will mail letters to inform providers and stakeholders about the filing of the CR-102 and proposed amendments, including information about the hearing and ability to provide written comments.

· This is the formal stage of rulemaking.

· Significant changes to the proposed language based upon comments cannot be made beyond this point.
