	Purpose:
	To inform staff that the locator expansion adds access to Informal Dispute Resolution (IDR) Letters.   

	Background:
	· RCS developed a website for consumers and customers seeking information about long term care facilities in 2006.

· In 2013, the legislature passed Substitute Senate Bill 5630 and made changes to RCW 70.128, the state laws that govern Adult Family Homes (AFH’s).  The legislation required DSHS to post on the consumer oriented website inspection reports, investigation reports, and any enforcement actions by the department for the previous three years.

· Section 1902(d)(9) of Title XIX of the federal Social Security Act requires the state to maintain a consumer oriented website providing useful information to consumers regarding all skilled nursing facilities and all nursing facilities in the state.  

· In 2018, the legislature passed Engrossed House Bill 2750 requiring the department to provide online information to consumers regarding assisted living facilities (ALF) and began posting inspection reports, investigation reports, and fire inspection reports.  

· In Spring of 2018, RCS added a locator link to the Intermediate Care Facility (ICF/IID) Enhanced Services Facilities (ESF) and Certified Community Residential Services and Supports (CCRSS)  websites for consistency and transparency amongst all programs regulated by RCS.  

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified:
	This supersedes RCS Management Bulletins R16-067, R18-020, R18-021, R18-022, R18-034, and R18-048.
· The locator link for all programs will now include IDR letters in addition to inspection reports, investigation reports, certification evaluation reports, fire inspection reports, enforcement letters and plans of correction.    
· IDR letters reference the results of a provider-requested opportunity to present information to dispute deficiency citations and/or related enforcement.
· When the user clicks on “View Reports,” the following categories will display when a facility or provider has these documents posted:

· Fire inspection:   Contains Office of the State Fire Marshal Fire and Life Safety Inspection Reports;

· Inspection:  Contains Statement of Deficiency reports, Plans of Correction from recertification surveys, back in compliance letters;

· Investigation:  Contains Investigative Summary Reports, Statement of Deficiency reports, Plans of Correction, back in compliance letters;

· Enforcement letters;

· Certifications:  Contains Statement of Deficiency reports, Plans of Correction from the certification evaluations.
The additional category of IDR letters will display when a provider has documents posted.        
The attached letter will notify providers that RCS will begin posting IDR letters to the locator.
