	GROUP TRAINING HOME TRANSITION PROCESS (UPDATE)

	Purpose:
	To inform staff about the process for transitioning Group Homes that are dually-licensed as an Assisted Living Facility (ALF) or Adult Family Home (AFH), to Group Training Homes (GTH) with no other active license. 

	Background:
	· Recent WAC changes to Chapters 388-101 and 388-101D WAC allow for dually-licensed and certified Group Home providers to close their ALF/AFH license and transition to certified Group Training Homes.     

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified:
	This supersedes RCS Management Bulletin R19-036.

Process for GTH applications:
· The Business Analysis and Applications Unit (BAAU) will receive and review applications for transition as they are submitted.  When review is complete, they will request approvals from Developmental Disabilities Administration (DDA) and Residential Care Services (RCS) prior to proceeding.
· Assigned RCS and DDA staff will review and recommend to BAAU whether to approve the transition. 
· BAAU will generate an approval letter for RCS Director signature and transmission to the applicant.  This will require an applicant to determine an effective date for the transition and provide residents and the department with required notice of that date. 

· RCS Field Managers (ALF and AFH) will:
· Be identified on the approval letter as the recipient for the applicant’s notice of the effective date. 
· On receipt of the notice of effective date of the closure of the AFH or ALF license, promptly inform RCS Business Operations of the closure date.       

· **NEW** On receipt of the provider’s notice of effective date of the closure of the AFH or ALF license, inform the CCRSS Field Manager of the closure date in preparation for CCRSS to assume investigative and certification activities.       

· Follow the appropriate Facility Closure Checklist.   

· Treat a transition as a voluntary closure, with the exception that residents may remain in the facility to become GTH clients after the AFH/ALF license is terminated.     

· RCS Business Operations will finalize the voluntary closure of the AFH/ALF license.  
· Certification will be issued to each facility under the GTH rules incoprporated in Chapter 388-101 WAC and Chapter 388-101D WAC.
