	Purpose:
	The department will be withdrawing the existing CR-101 and refiling a new CR-101 since the stakeholder meetings were placed on hold for over a year.  This notification is to announce the filing of CR-101 to consider adding, repealing, or amending sections to WAC Chapters 388-76 Adult Family Homes, 388-78A Assisted Living Facility, 388-97 Nursing Homes, and 388-107 Enhanced Service Facilities.

	Background:
	· The tuberculosis testing for an ALF were established in 2004.
· There was a modification to these rules in September 2004 and 2010.

· These rules have not been updated in seven or more years and are unclear, ambiguous, and inaccurate. 
· These rule changes will create consistent regulations across the Residential Care Services programs.

Clarified:
	· The department is continuing the rulemaking process to update the regulations associated with the tuberculosis requirements.
· The rule making will be limited to these sections.
· The attached letters will be posted online, informing facilities and stakeholders about the filing of the CR-101.

· The department will post proposed draft language for public comment when filing the CR-102.
