	Purpose:
	This letter is to inform you of updates and additional resources now available on the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) CMP Reinvestment Resource Web Page.

	Background:
	· A federal CMP is a monetary penalty CMS may impose against nursing homes for not being in substantial compliance with certain Medicare or Medicaid participation requirements.  After CMPs are collected, CMS sends a portion back to the State. The State must reinvest these funds to support projects that benefit nursing home residents and that protect or improve their quality of care or quality of life. 
· CMS maintains a web page to provide information on the reinvestment of CMP funds. This web page has pertinent resources designed for entities interested in applying for CMP funds, State Agencies, and other stakeholders.
