	Purpose:
	To announce the filing of a CR-103P (Permanent Rule) for a new section of Chapter 388-101 WAC.   

	Background:
	· The department is adding a new section in Chapter 388-101 WAC to outline the collection and enforcement of annual certification fees for Certified Community Residential Services and Supports (CCRSS) as authorized by SB 5359 enacted during the 2019 legislative session.  
· In October 2019, RCS Management Bulletin R19-078 informed you of the filing of a CR-102 to begin the permanent rule adoption process.

· The department held a public hearing on 11/5/19.    

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified:
	· The department filed the CR-103P permanent rules (WSR 19-24-031) on 11/25/2019.
· The permanent rule will become effective January 1, 2020.
· Please note that it may take 2-4 weeks before the code reviser will be able to post the new language to the WAC website.  
· The scope of the new rule making was to add a new section to WAC 388-101 to outline the collection and enforcement of annual certification fees for CCRSS providers.

· RCS will inform stakeholders and interested parties about the permanent rule filing.  

· The permanent rule will not appear online for at least two weeks after the full text of the rule is published in the Washington State Register.
