	· The Long Term Care Foundation submitted a proposal to receive funding from this account to purchase surgical masks and make them available free of charge for licensed adult family homes.
· The proposal was accepted.

· The masks will be available to adult family homes through the Adult Family Home Council website, starting on May 7.
