	Purpose:
	To announce that DSHS has made a one-time purchase of personal protective equipment (PPE) for distribution to adult family homes (AFH.)

	Background:
	· Because of the current public health crisis related to the outbreak of COVID-19 and the difficulty AFHs are having procuring PPE, DSHS has made a one-time purchase of PPE and are now taking orders from AFHs for distribution.

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified:
	· All AFHs may place an order to receive a sufficient amount of PPE to cover 31 days of providing care to residents. The specific type and amount of PPE will be based on whether or not the home has a resident with a suspected or confirmed infection with COVID-19.
· In order to receive the PPE, the AFH must follow the procedure outlined on the information sheet attached at the bottom of this letter. They must complete the order form and contact their local HCS office to complete a screening and submit the request. Even if an adult family home does not have a Medicaid contract or serve Medicaid residents, they should still order their PPE through HCS. The order form and the contact information for their HCS office is on the information sheet.

· Homes must fill out and submit the order form in order to receive the PPE.
