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	Medicaid occupancy (or utilization) is determined by taking the number of clients authorized for services in a particular setting (e.g., adult family homes, assisted living facilities) and dividing by the number of licensed beds for all facilities licensed in the state. The table, below, shows a summary of occupancy by setting for recent state fiscal years.

Overall, adult family homes have slightly increased Medicaid occupancy, while assisted living facilities have slightly decreased Medicaid occupancy. Enhanced service facilities, which were created in fiscal year 2017, have a much higher occupancy and have shown more rapid increases in caseload. However, there are comparatively far fewer clients and facilities in this setting than in the others.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The charts, shown on the following pages, depict Medicaid utilization and caseload for the three home and community settings where calculating occupancy is possible. For all three charts, the green line (left axis) represents Medicaid utilization, while the blue bars (right axis) depict the average daily client population. 

	


	
The first chart depicts AFHs, which show a steady increase in clients and Medicaid occupancy.

The next chart depicts ALFs, which show a caseload that trends downward, along with Medicaid occupancy.
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The final chart represents ESFs. Since ESFs are a much smaller setting, any facility changes will greatly shift the licensed bed totals and, by extension, occupancy calculations. Overall, it is evident that such facilities have a high Medicaid occupancy and a caseload that trends upward.
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
