		The vision of Community Outreach Program is Equal Communication Access. This 
program promotes awareness of the Office of the Deaf and Hard of Hearing’s (ODHH) programs and services. 
· Serves as a statewide clearinghouse, responding to public requests for information and referrals to needed resources. 
· Designed to help form meaningful connections and bring people and services together with the help of specialty-trained staff who recognize the wide range of communication preferences among various individuals.
· Serves as a liaison between consumers and health care, businesses or agencies to 
meet various communication needs through collaborative partnerships. 
· Provides educational resources to assist agencies, health care, nonprofits and 
businesses to be in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act law in providing communication accessibility. 
· Engages consumers to remove communication barriers with the opportunity to 
communicate and have access to information.  




	Eligibility Requirements
		Available statewide to individuals from birth to older adults who:
· Are Deaf, DeafBlind, DeafPlus, Hard of Hearing, or Late Deafened, Hearing. 
· Are seeking to learn about and understand the full range of communication access options for both present and future needs.
· Are seeking assistance to access resource options that meet both communication preferences and goals, as well as, health, safety needs and to enjoy self-sufficiency.
