Skilled Nursing Services and Nurse Delegation

We can do tube feeding, colastomy care, cathethers, basic wound care etc.  We also have a "sitting scale", 

so we can monitor your weight even if you are not steady on your feet. 

The home has the ability to provide the following skilled nursing services by delegation: 

We can be delegated to apply topic medications, eye drops, insulin shots or even an INR testing.

Staffing

representative, or resident manager is exempt from the requirement to live in the home if the home has 24-hour staffing 

coverage and a staff person who can make needed decisions is always present in the home. (WAC 388-76-10040) 

 The provider lives in the home. 

 A resident manager lives in the home and is responsible for the care and services of each resident at all times. 

 The provider, entity representative, or resident manager does not live in the home but the home has 24-hour staffing 

coverage, and a staff person who can make needed decisions is always present in the home.  

The normal staffing levels for the home are: 

 Registered nurse, days and times:  On call 24 Hrs a day, visiting on regular basis  

 Licensed practical nurse, days and times:         

 Certified nursing assistant or long term care workers, days and times:  24 Hours a day  

 Awake staff at night 

 Other:  Two caregivers for 6 residents in the day time, one person in the night. 

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS REGARDING STAFFING 

All our staff  is very caring and knowlegeable, well trained and versatile. 

Cultural or Language Access

A Medicaid resident is not guaranteed a private room, but will receive all the services as everybody else.

home (WAC 388-76-10530).
