Proposed Certification for a Wetland
Mitigation Bank in Clark County

Interested parties are hereby notified that the Washington State
Department of Ecology (Ecology) is considering the certification of the East
Fork Lewis Wetland Mitigation Bank in Clark County, Washington.

Overview

Ecology is seeking comment regarding a proposal to construct and operate
a privately-owned, 113-acre wetland mitigation bank near La Center,
Washington. A wetland bank is a site where wetlands are restored,
created, enhanced or preserved before unavoidable, authorized wetland
losses occur. The purpose of the East Fork Lewis Wetland Mitigation Bank
is to provide, for sale to the general public, high-quality, consolidated,
watershed-based compensatory mitigation. Wetland bank credits would
be available — subject to regulatory approval — for future projects with
unavoidable impacts to wetlands and other aquatic resources.

The public comment period to evaluate state certification for the proposed
bank starts Dec 8, 2010, and ends Jan. 7, 2011.

Location

The address for the proposed East Fork Lewis Wetlands Mitigation Bank is
14830 NE 379" St, La Center. The site is located on parcels 2644090000,
264355000, 264413000, 264402000, 264412000, 264411000, and
264352000, in the southeast quarter of Section 23, Township 5 North,
Range 2 East, Willamette Meridian, near the city of La Center. The bank
site is located within the jurisdiction of Clark County. Please see the
attached Project Vicinity Map for exact location.

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Proposed Improvements

If the bank is approved and certified, the site would be permanently protected as a natural area through a
conservation easement. East Fork Lewis Mitigation Partners would re-establish and enhance approximately 113-
acres of forested, scrub-shrub, and emergent wetlands and associated upland habitat.

Proposed Service Area

The proposed service area where mitigation credits may be used covers the southwest portion of the Lewis River
Water Resources Inventory Area 27 (WRIA 27). Gee Creek and Allen Canyon Creek watersheds, and the north
portion of Mill Creek sub-watershed are included as areas of special consideration. Please see the attached
proposed service area map for the project.

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E.1.1. Service Area

A. The Service Area for the Bank extends to the limits of the Rain-dominated
Mountainous hydrogeologic unit, as determined in developing the Watershed
Characterization of Clark County (Ecology 2007). This covers the southwest
portion of the Lewis River Water Resources Inventory Area (WRIA 27) as defined in

Table E.

The Gee Creek and Allen Canyon Creek Watersheds are both also part of WRIA 27,

and are included in the Service Area. In addition, the north portion of the Mill Creek
Sub-watershed, as described in Table E and depicted in Figure El, is included in the

Service Area.
