PFF does not generate process wastewater. It treats stormwater, and 

occasionally boiler blowdown,  in an onsite wastewater treatment sys-

tem and discharges it to the Blair Waterway and Commencement Bay 

through Outfall 001. PFF does not discharge every month, particularly 

during dry times of the year.
