FRO. bob Bishop, Ron Lee SUBJECT:  Live-box Biloassay

Three live-boxes, each containing ten ecoho fry, were placed in Wildcat Creek on
October 7, to test for possible toxicity to fish due to glue waste entering the
eresk from the Simpson Door Co. at McCleary.

The live-boxes werve placed at three stations: the control, 50 yards upstream
from the ditch from which effluents from the door plant and the McCleary sewage
treatment plant enter the creek; 30 yards downstream from the ditch; and 100 yards
downstream from the ditch. All fish were alive and active after one week in the
creclk.

Dissolved oxygen, temperature, and pl were measured at the stations. Insect samples
were also taken. Comparison of the data for the three stations indicates a rela-
tionship which is typical for organic loading of a stream from a sewage treatuent
plant like the one at McCleary. The data collected, will serve as a background

for any future work on the creelk,
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
