DEFINITIONS

A recreational vessel is a vessel owned and operated only for pleasure with no monetary gain involved, and if leased, rented, or chartered to another
for recreational use, is not used for monetary gain. This definition applies to vessels such as house boats, ski boats, and other small craft on a rental
or lease agreement. If a vessel does not meet the definition of a recreational vessel it is considered a non-recreational vessel. Some examples of
non-recreational vessels are sight seeing or tour boats, passenger vessels, chartered fishing boats, boats used for parasailing, tug boats, etc. This
definition is not based on the vessel’s size, but instead on its use.
