Instructions for Notice of Termination Form


The permit fees will continue until Ecology terminates the permit coverage. Continue complying with permit conditions until notified that coverage has been terminated.

	I. Operator/Permittee 
	Give the name, address, and telephone number of the person who is responsible for the permit. This person will also be sent the final fee invoice.

	II.	Site Location/Address
	Enter the street address or location description, including the city or nearest city and county for the construction site. Construction sites that do not have a street address must also provide a legal description in the space provided, or as an attachment.

	III.	 Construction Activity
	
Indicate:

· The construction project has not started and there are no other sources of construction stormwater.

· That all stormwater discharges associated with construction activity are eliminated and final stabilization of all exposed soils is completed.
