CONKLIN: 1"m Becca Conklin, the hearing
officer, for this hearing on the proposed amendment to the
Greenhouse Gas Reporting Rule, Chapters 173-441 Washington
Administrative Code; and the new proposed Clean Air Rule,
Chapter 173-442 Washington Administrative Code.

We have a court reporter with us, who Is transcribing
the hearing.

Legal notice of the hearing was published in the
Washington State Register, Number 16-12-098 on May 31,
2016.

On June 1st, 2016, Ecology issued a state-wide news
release on the rulemaking and hearings; placed information
on their website for the rule and in the online public
calendar; and announcements went out by email to the
following ListServs and distribution lists: The Clear Air
Rule email distribution list; the Air Quality Rule and SIP
Listserv; the GHG Reporting Listserv; Washington Carbon
Reduction Listserv; and the WAC Track Listserv.

Tim, who do we have first?

MODERATOR TIM: We have G. Brewer.

Go ahead, G.

GRETCHEN BREWER: Hi there. 1°m Gretchen
Brewer. With PTO Auctions in Port Townsend, Washington.
And 1 have several comments: One i1s -- well, first is
technical but needs being included, 1t"s that the
interface 1s problematic because you need a fairly new
operating system for i1t to work, so that shuts off people

who don®"t have the most recent operating systems, some
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have that problem.

As to this particular issue I -- well, want this
clarified but I will enter it as a comment then, the CO02e
calculations need to include all the C02e, not just -- 1
know a lot of regulatory things exclude the so-called
biogenic CO2. And that is a problem i1f that"s not
included, because that allows industries to just shift,
you know, fuel mix and get a reduction on paper, without
doing anything real to the actual CO2 iIn the air.

I have a problem with the cap and trading system
because, for instance, we have a polluting paper mill here
that emits 600,000 metric tons per year of CO2. And if
they“re allowed to do projects to -- you know, instead of
actually reducing their CO2, that means that other areas
may get a -- may get a benefit from it that the air and
the water around here do not get a benefit. So there
needs to be a severe limit to any more or -- I"m sorry --
any of the credits that are allowed, there needs to be a
severe limit to that.

And third 1 see that, for instance, Port Townsend
Paper Corporation would not be rolled into the program
until 2032. And they are far, far, far above your top
tier of emitters. So this seems to be a real problem in
achieving actual reductions.

111 limit my comments to that for right now -- oh,
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one more comment is, too, | see In your materials you say
you"re looking at 1.7 percent decrease per year. And
that"s virtually nothing. They could do that by turning
out the lights, you know, and spreading that out over
several years. So I would like to see a much greater
reduction. And 1 will look forward to gathering more
information so 1 can present further comments.

MS. CONKLIN: Thank you for your comment.

Tim, do we have another commentor?

MODERATOR TIM: We do. We have Alec Murphy
(sic).

Go ahead, Alec.

ALEC HUMPHREYS: Hi. I just have a short
statement because 1 believe that this whole seminar,
whatever i1t i1s, i1s kind of a fiasco because we"re going
with what -- off -- let"s assume that what the State says
iIs right. However, the State assumes old science. This
rule 1s not based on science. We"re going to -- according
to James Hansen, the foremost climate scientist among many
others, we must start reducing by 8 percent immediately
not 1.7 percent. If we wait until 2020, for example,
we"ll have to reduce by 10 percent. This Is a crisis, an
urgent crisis. The draft Clean Air Rule 1s not anywhere

near adequate, and again Is not based on accepted
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science.
MS. CONKLIN: Thank you.
ALEC HUMPHREYS: Yeah. Are you still there?
MS. CONKLIN: We are. Do you have any more
comment?

ALEC HUMPHREYS: Yeah. 1 might have a little
more comment. Part of that was spontaneous, part was
read. But, yeah, 1 don"t know. This -- I just don"t
think the State did a very good job. And I think their
hands are tied. And 1t"s kind of a joke. So let"s all
try to do better and not ask this. The way 1t is now,
it"s kind of ridiculous.

We will hold additional public hearings on
July 12th at 6:00 p.m. at the Davenport Grand Hotel in
downtown Spokane; July 14th, 2016, at 6:00 p.m. at the Red
Lion Hotel in Olympia; and July 15th at 10:00 a.m. by
webinar.

All testimony received at this hearing as well as
emails and hard copy comments received by 5:00 p.m. on
Friday, July 22nd will be part of the official record for
the proposed rule.

Ecology staff will respond to comments in a document
called a Concise Explanatory Statement or CES. The CES
will be available on Ecology®s website after the rule is
adopted. Ecology will send out a notice about the
availability of the CES to the Listservs mentioned
previously.

The next step i1s to review the comments and make a
determination whether to adopt the rule. Ecology®s
director, Maia Bellon, will consider the documentation and

staff recommendations and will make a decision about
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adopting the rule.

Ecology expects to adopt the rule no earlier than
August 31st, 2016.
