SUBJECT: Lynden Frosted Foods Efficiency Study  

DATE: September 7, 1973  

On Wednesday, August 15, 1973, an efficiency survey was conducted at Lynden 
Frosted Foods, Lynden, Washington.  The survey lasted from 1100 hours to 1500 
hours with 600 ml samples taken every half hour.     

The total weight of the raw products brought into the plant between 0700 hours and 1900 
hours was 152,320 pounds of peas.  The total weight of the processed peas was 137,338 
pounds of frozen peas. 

The remaining 13,238 pounds of waste peas were hauled away by a cattle farmer.  The 
trucks were not weighed in or out, so there is no way of telling just how much of the total 
waste actually went to the farmer and how much went into the waste water, onto the 
ground or elsewhere. 

The Coliform tests seem to indicate that the Fecal Strep bacteria was not of human origin. 

The ph’s in the field ranged from 7.0 to 8.4. 
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
