Lessons Learned:
· We can open up the event to students next time
· We are looking into other recycling collection companies like TruRecycle for future events because electronics was a large item
· Doing the event during lunch was a great idea and provided an opportunity to education a room full of seniors about collecting food scraps
· Students did a great job of promoting the event.  City Staff will get more involved next time to avoid some of the challenges that occurred this time
· It was great to see seniors and students working together to help create a better environment for Bothell
· Seniors recycle but appreciated having medicine return and answers to questions in one location.  They asked us to come and do the event again because it was such a great idea.
Processing of Material:
· Electronics were collected by Waste Management and taken to Total Reclaim for processing.  Waste Management donated this service.
· CFLs were collected in a mail back kit which was mailed off from the site by the City’s Recycling and Public Services Projects Administrator calling for a pick up after the event.  FedEx was going to come and pick it up.  The bulbs were shipped back to Total Reclaim for processing.
· Cell phones, PDAs, and laptops could also go into a collection for T-Mobile but we only had one cell phone for collection.  
· Batteries were collected by All Battery Sales and Service who provides monthly pickups at this location which we modified the time on for this monthly pick up until later in the event.
· Plastic bags and microfilm was collected and taken to the City’s recycling dumpster in a clear bag for processing by Waste Management.
· Food Scraps were collected and taken to food scrap containers at City facility for collection by Cedar Grove to be processed.
· Medicine was collected by Don Connolly at Bartells who took the non-narcotics in for processing.  Individuals who had or requested service for narcotics were directed to Bothell Police Department for assistance.
For the electronics they were sponsored through Waste Management for collection and processing.  CFL bulbs mail back kits and battery collection were purchased using LHWMP grant dollars.  Plastic bags and food scrap has no costs.  Medicine collection was paid for and processed through the program.  William Perry setup this collection with Don.  
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
