[image: ]Saturday, September 24th marked an important event in Bothell.  University of Washington Bothell moved students into its first campus housing complex in Bothell.  The complex located at the former Beardslee Cove apartments is now Husky Village.  It houses UW Bothell students and a large portion of htose are students majoring in programs related to sustainability.
On Tuesday, August 2, 2011, Sabrina Combs, the City of Bothell’s Recycling and Public Services Projects Administrator provided outreach and information to families about toxics in their home at the City of Bothell National Night out Event from 6-9pm at the Police Department parking lot.   This included an activity to see if they could tell the difference between medicine and candy or cleaners and juice/sports drinks (i.e. apple juice versus lysol).
[image: ][image: ]As pictured here, families were given the chance to look at small samples and see if they could tell the difference.  Once the exercise of examining items was completed,  Sabrina talked with families about the medicine take back program (handed out flyers on the program), Mr. Yuck stickers, and taking time to go through their home with their families to talk about items that are unsafe.  She encouraged families to remove any medicine they no longer use or are expired and bring them to Bothell Police Department for proper disposal.  She highlighted the fact that Bothell Police Department takes both narcotic and non-narcotic medicines.
[image: ]Families who participated were provided with resuable lunch bags for their children.  The lunch sacks provided a message with the city’s recycling weblink, recycling information, and safe halloween tips from the Washington State Poison Control group (Mr. Yuck program).   She also shared information on the Wastemobile program for hazardous items and gave out cards on the upcoming event in Bothell on September 9-11 at the Seattle Times Building.
[image: ]The educational booth also promoted recycling, the King County What do I do with link, City’s recycling collection event in September, reusable shopping bags, and other programs. 
With 300 participants at the booth it was exciting to see families learn about the program.  More importantly to realize how easy it is for children and pets to mistake medicine/cleaners for other products.  The success of the booth was partly due to a fantastic location near the bouncy house and the help of UW Bothell student volunteer Julie Stark.
