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Starting September 13, food waste collection will begin at Regentwood. Now you’ll be able to turn your food waste into compost instead of sending it to the landfill!
In addition to the garbage and recycling dumpsters on the property, we will also have two 96-gallon gray carts to collect food waste. There will be one cart near each garbage dumpster.
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What can go in the food waste cart?

Food scraps: fruits, vegetables, tea bags, pasta, bread, rice, cheese, bones, egg shells, meat, coffee grounds
Compostable paper: paper towels, paper bags, pizza boxes, shredded paper

Why compost food waste?
Almost 30% of what we throw away is food scraps and food-soiled paper. When food waste decomposes in the landfill, it creates greenhouse gases such as methane that contribute to climate change. Turning food waste into compost instead of sending it to the landfill protects the environment, while also creating a valuable resource for local gardens and parks. 
Why waste a good thing?
How can you participate?
Participation if voluntary. If you want to participate:
1. Look for the informational flyers that will be posted on your door in September.
2. Stop by the Cabana on Tuesday, September 13 between 6 pm and 8 pm. We’ll have people available to answer your food waste and recycling questions and provide some helpful tips.
3. Collect food waste in a container in your kitchen. Pick up a FREE kitchen food waste container (one per unit) and FREE compostable bags, courtesy of the City of Bothell. You can pick them up from the education table on September 13, or by attending one of the monthly HOA Board meetings. 

4. Put your food waste in the new food waste cart starting September 13. 

If you choose not to participate, that’s okay. Please be respectful of others who do want to participate by keeping garbage out of the food waste carts.
