Drain Cleaner

~ baking soda This recipe will free minor clogs and help
_ ~ boiling water prevent future clogs. Pour 1/2 cup baking
" vinegar soda down drain, then add 1/2 cup vinegar,

and let fizz for a few minutes. Pour a pot
of boiling water down the drain. Repeat if
needed. If it's still clogged, use a plunger.
If that does not work, use a mechanical

snake.
oven Cleaner
baking soda Not toxic to you or a child. Do not use this
water mixture for self-cleaning ovens. Mix 1 cup

of baking soda with enough water to make
a paste. Put on oven surfaces and let soak.
Use a scouring pad and scrub. Try using

a spatula to remove baked-on food.

Spot clean regularly and use a liner; dirty
ovens are less energy-efficient.

Tub and Sink cleaney
-~ baking soda Use baking soda instead of scouring powder.
Murphy’s Sprinkle it on fixtures and rub with a wet
Oil Soap cloth. Add a little soap to the cloth for more
cleaning power. Rinse well to avoid leaving a
hazy film.
Window and Mivror Cleaner
vinegar Put 1/4 cup of vinegar in the spray bottle
water and fill to the top with water. Spray on and

rub with a lint-free cloth or newspaper. For
outdoor windows use a sponge and wash

with water mixed with a few drops of liquid
soap. Rinse well and squeegee dry.

Toilet Bowl Cleaner

baking soda Sprinkle baking soda inside the bowl, add
urphy’s a few drops of soap, and scrub with a toilet
Oil Soap brush. Wipe down surfaces with a cloth

sprinkled with baking soda.
