Look for CAUTION,  
POISON, WARNING, DANGER,  
CAUSTIC, COMBUSTIBLE, FLAMMABLE   
or CORROSIVE on the label, or for  
chemical symbols. Common products:

n	 Aerosol cans
n	 Antifreeze
n	 Automotive fluids
n	 Batteries
n	 Bleach
n	 Drain cleaner
n	 Fluorescent bulbs/tubes

n	 Gasoline/diesel
n	 Herbicides
