The primary reach begins at the original point of diversion on First Creek and extends downstream to
the confluence of First Creek and Swauk Creek (3.9 river miles), downstream to the confluence of Swauk
Creek and the Yakima River (7.5 river miles), and extends to the point where Reecer Creek enters the
Yakima River (16 river miles, for a total of 27.4 river miles). When the consumptive portion of the instream
flow right is not being used for mitigation, the unused quantity wiil be added to target flows at Parker
Dam and continue downstream to the confluence of the Yakima and Columbia Rivers.

! This Instream Flow Water Right may become a trust water right upon execution of a Trust Water Right
Agreement between Ecology, Mr. Roan, and Suncadia, LLC.
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Provisions
Monitoring and management of the 22.81 acre-feet (consumptive use) of water associated with this
authorization will be integrated into Suncadia’s water monitoring and management program established
in 2003. Its purpose is to ensure the amount of water used at Suncadia Resort is consistent with the
water available under its portfolio of water right change authorizations. The use of water under this
authorization is protective of the water rights of other water users on the mainstem of the Yakima River
and its tributary streams. The Water Monitoring and Management Plan may be modified upon
agreement between Suncadia and the Department of Ecology after informal consultation with USBR.
Modifications to the plan must be agreed to in writing, signed by authorized representatives of Suncadia
and Ecology. '
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
