RE: Permanent and Temporary Ground Water Right Applications - Request for Priority
Processing for the MSWA Coho Acclimation site, Chewuch River.

The Yakama Nation is proposing to acclimate coho salmon in a side channel of the Chewuch
River. The project’s purpose is to reintroduce coho salmon to the Methow River. The Mid-
Columbia Coho Reintroduction Program has support from the regional fish managers (the
Yakama Nation, the National Marine Fisheries Service and Washington Department of
Fisheries), as well as other local, state, and federal agencies. Water use described in the enclosed
water right application would support the reintroduction effort.

Both permanent and temporary applications are being submitted. The Yakama Nation requests
that they be considered under conditions of priority processing as described in WAC 173-152-
050(2)(b). The project meets the condition that it “would substantially enhance or protect the
quality of the natural environment.” It is also likely non-consumptive as described in the
attached withdrawal impact analysis.

Letters from public fisheries management agencies supporting all the water rights applications or
the Yakama Nation’s Mid-Columbia Coho Reintroduction Program have been submitted
separately.

The Yakama Nation requests a Preliminary Permit to Drill and Test a proposed well at
the “MSWA Site”, in the Methow subbasin in Okanogan County.

GeoEngineers is providing hydrogeologic services to Yakama Nation Fisheries for
construction of the well. Well production quantities, water temperature, groundwater and
surface water levels, stream flows, and impacts to nearby wells will be monitored during
the test pumping program as part of an evaluation of the hydraulic continuity between the
Methow River and the source aquifer. The well is expected to be approximately 100 ft
deep.

An updated withdrawal impact analysis will be completed by GeoEngineers and
submitted to the Department of Ecology after testing has been completed under the
conditions of the Preliminary Permit.

The Yakama Nation would like to begin construction of the well in October 2011.
