BACKGROUND [See WAC 173-153-130(6)(2)]

On August 27, 2012, the City of Othello, Washington, filed an application for change of point of withdrawal for proposed Well
#9 under Ground Water Permit No. G3-25933. The application was accepted at an open public meeting on August 27, 2012, and
the board assigned application number ADAM-12-04.

The tentative determination is provided on the front page of this report.

History of water use

The original application under Ground Water Permit G3-25933P was filed with the Department of Ecology on April 7, 1978.
The Report of Examination was completed on January 2, 1979 and the Permit was issued on February 9, 1979. The Proof of
Appropriation was filed by the City of Othello on November 13, 1979 and a field examination was conducted, however,
certificates are not issued in this area. The Permit includes a provision that no Certificate of Water Right, as provided by RCW
90.44.080, shall be issued by the Department of Ecology until such time as a more definite determination can be reached as to
the availability of public ground waters in an area described in WAC 508-14-030(3). This permit authorizes the use from Well
#6. The construction of this well (#6) was completed on February 10, 1978 and the 20 inch well was constructed to a depth of
1210 feet. This well withdraws water from both the Wanapum and Grande Ronde basalt formations. Water has historically
been used from this well for the City’s municipal supply but is presently on stand-by.

The City of Othello water rights authorize a total of 9550 gallons per minute and 7100 acre-feet per year. The City has three
reservoirs, which store 6 million gallons of water. All of the City of Othello wells are metered and water use data was provided.
The City has not exceeded its allocated acre-feet (7100) of water under existing rights. Total water use for the year 2009 was
1,492,605,000 gallons or 4581 acre feet.

Previous changes

An application for change/transfer was submitted by the City of Othetlo, Washington to the Department of Ecology on June 9,
1993, under which the City of Othello proposed to integrate all of its existing water rights, including Ground Water Certificate
Nos. 182-D, 183-D, 3390-A, 5338-A and Ground Water Permit Nos. G3-20368P, G3-25032P, (G3-25033P and (G3-25933P, and
add eight (8) additional points of withdrawal to this right. The change proposed a total of nine (9) points of withdrawal (all
groundwater wells) to be used by the City of Othello. At the time, six (6) wells were currently authorized under existing water
rights (Wells #1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6). Well #7 was drilled under a preliminary permit and Wells #8, 9 and 10 were proposed (not
yet drilled). The application was amended on May 21, 1996 to include Wells #9 and 10. The application also requested to
amend the place of use to “Area served by the City of Othello.” Ecology issued a Report of Examination dated August 24,
2001, integrating the existing water rights and changing the place of use under Ground Water Permit G3-25933P. This report

stated that “the total amount of water authorized for withdrawal under Ground Water Certificate Nos. 182-D, 183-D, 3390-A,
5338-A and Ground Water Permit Nos. G3-20368P, G3-25032P, (G3-25033-P and G3-25933P shall be limited to 9550 gallons
per minute, 7100 acre-feet per year, continuously for municipal supply.” The report authorized nine (9) points of withdrawal
under Ground Water Permit G3-25933P, all to be groundwater wells located as follows:

Public notice of the application was given in the Ritzville Adams County Journal on January 17, 2013 and January 24, 2013.

Issue: Mr. Stenson pointed out that there is currently an approved Group B public water system (ID# 65751) in close vicinity
to where this proposal is located. The system serves a small group of businesses on Cunningham Road, near the intersection
of Cunningham and Hwy 17. The water system is currently being evaluated by the Washington State Department of Health
to be reclassified as a Group A public water system. He wanted to make sure the applicant was aware of this and they have
or will prepare a hydraulic analysis to minimize/eliminate any source impairment for the existing public water system. Mr.
Stenson also suggested sending the change/transfer application to Andy Cervantes (DOH Regional Engineer) for review.

Board’s analysis: The board sent the change/transfer application to Andy Cervantes and he had no concerns.

INVESTIGATION [See WAC 173-153-130(6)(c)]

The following information was obtained from a site inspection conducted by Damon Roth and Rudy Plager on October 16, 2012,
technical reports, research of department records, and conversations with the applicant and/or other interested parties.

Proposed project plans and specifications

Superseding Permit Number G3-25933 requires that the proposed well be cased and sealed to a minimum depth of 250 feet below
ground surface to prevent interaquifer transfer of water between the Saddle Mountains and Wanapum Basalt Aquifers. The
proposed well will be drilled to a maximum depth of 1000 feet below ground surface and, according to Department of Ecology
requirements, will include a borehole that is a minimum of four inches greater in diameter than the permanent casing string.
Copies of plans for the proposed well will be forwarded to the Department of Ecology for review and approval prior to

construction. A downhole video inspection of the well prior to and after installation of the casing will be completed and
forwarded to the Department of Ecology for review. The proposed well will be constructed to meet the minimum standards for
construction and maintenance as provided under WAC 173-160. It is anficipated that well drilling activities will commence in
2013 with anticipated well drilling and equipping activities complete in 2014.

Other water righis appurtenant to the property (if applicable)

Current water rights and uses remain the same under this proposal. This application only changes the proposed location of
the change of withdrawal of Ground Water Permit Number G3-25933.

Public Interest (groundwater only)

The proposed transfer is subject to RCW 90.44.100 and therefore, cannot be detrimental to the public interest, including
impacts on any watershed planning activities. There have been no findings through this investigation to indicate that there
would be any detrimental impact to the public welfare through issuance of the proposed change.

Tentative Deltermination

In order to make a water right change decision, the Board must make a tentative determination on the validity and extent of
the right. The Board has made the tentative determination as displayed upon the first page of this report. There are several
circumstances that can cause the board’s tentative determination to differ from the stated extent of the water right within water
right documentation. Water right documents attempt to define a maximum limitation to a water right, rather than the actual extent
to which a water right has been developed and maintained through historic beneficial use. Additionally, except for a sufficient
cause pursuant to RCW 90.14.140, water rights, in whole or in part, not put to a beneficial use for five consecutive years since
1967 may be subject to relinquishment under Chapter 90.14.130 through 90.14.180 RCW. Water rights may additionally be lost
through abandonment. The Board’s tentative determination was based upon the following findings: There are no relinquishment
or abandonment concerns due to nonuse as shown through the City of Othello’s continued use of the water right to provide
municipal supply to its service area.

Geologic, Hydrogeologic, or other scientific investigations (if applicable)

Applications for change of water right permits and certificates are governed by RCW 90.44.100, which states in part that: the
holder of a valid right to withdraw public ground waters may, without losing the holder’s priority of right, construct wells at a
new location in substitution for or in addition to those at the original location, or the holder may change the manner or the
place of use of the water. Such amendment shall be issued by the department only on the conditions that: (a) the additional or
replacement well or wells shall tap the same body of public groundwater as the original well or wells; (b) where a
replacement well or wells is approved, the use of the original well or wells shall be discontinued and the original well or wells
shall be properly decommissioned as required under chapter 17.104 RCW; (c) where an additional well or wells is
constructed, the original well or wells may continue to be used, but the combined total withdrawal from the original and
additional well or wells shall not enlarge the right conveyed by the original permit or certificate; and (d) other existing rights
shall not be impaired. The department may specify an approved manner of construction and shall require a showing of
compliance with the terms of the amendment.

The City of Othello is located on top of massive basalt flows that make up the Columbia Basin Plateau. These basalt flows
are grouped into three main units; Saddle Mountain Basalt, Wanapum Basalt, and Grande Ronde Basalt. Each unit has
varying thickness and depths throughout the Platean and contains numerous individual flows within each unit.

Proposed Well #9 will be constructed and completed within the Wanapum formation by sealing the borehole to a minimum
depth of 250 feet below ground surface.

CONCLUSIONS [See WAC 173-153-130(6 X(d}]
Tentative determination (validity and extent of the right)

There is a water right available for change/transfer under Ground Water Permit G3-25933 for the purpose of continuous
municipal supply. Ground water has been historically and beneficially used under this permit by the City of Othello for municipal

supply.
Relinquishment or abandonment concerns

There are no relinquishment or abandonment concerns due to nonuse as shown through the City of Othello’s continued use of the
water right to provide municipal supply to its service area.

Hydraulic analysis
No hydraulic analysis was performed for the proposed change of point of withdrawal.

Consideration of comments and protests

040-106(0208) 8 Report of Examination
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The board feels Brent Stenson’s concerns have been addressed by Ecology’s sealing and casing requirements. The change/transfer
application was reviewed by Andy Cervantes and he had no concerns.

Impairment

Review of Department of Ecology records was conducted for existing ground water rights, permits, applications and claims in the
surrounding area of the proposed location for Well #9. The search focused primarily on Sections 25, 26, 35, and 36 of Township
16N, Range 29 E.W.M.; Sections 30 and 31 of Township 16N, Range 30 E.W.M.; Sections 1 and 2 of Township 15N, Range 29
E.W.M.; and Sections 5 and 6 of Township 15N, Range 30 E.W.M. A total of 5 ground water claims, 4 certificates, 5 permits and
0 pending applications where found recorded in this search area. The documents are recorded as follows:

A review of recorded well logs in this area was also conducted. Ecology records indicate approximately 10 recorded domestic
well logs in the search area. The majority of these shallower domestic wells appear to reach their total depth within the Saddle
Mountain Basalt member of the Columbia River Basalt Group and range in depth from 135 feet to 220” feet. Four of the wells
appear to reach their total depth within the Wanapum Basalts and range in depth from 300’ to 853° (completed depth of City of
Othello Well #8). There have been no reported well interference problems in the past in this area between City of Othello Weil
#8 and these recorded domestic wells. The proposed new City of Othello well will be developed into the middle aquifer
(Wanapum) and will contain a minimum of 250 feet of casing to seal off the upper zone (Saddle Mountain). There are no other
recorded domestic wells in the immediate vicinity of the City’s proposed well. Consequently, the new City of Othello well should
not cause any impairment of any existing domestic wells.

Public Interest

There have been no findings through this investigation to indicate that there would be any detrimental impact to the public welfare
through issvance of the proposed change.

Other

The board also considered the previous provisions associated with the water right as identified in the background section of this
report when making its decision.

DECISION [See WAC 173-153-130(6)(e)]

The board approves this application based on the information herein.
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The information or conclusions in this section were authored and/or developed by the Adams County Water Conservancy
Board.

PROVISIONS [See WAC 173-153-130(6)(f)]
Conditions and limitations

Casing provisions for the City of Othello’s change G3-25933: The existing permit provisions the City’s new wells with a
casing and sealing provision to allow production of water from the Wanapum aquifer. The language states that new wells at
the then proposed locations would be cased and sealed to a depth of 250 feet and the maximum depth would be 1,000 (email
from John Covert with Department of Ecology on 1/10/2013).

Existing permit: The new proposed location for well #9 now under consideration is located in the SE % SW % of section 36,
T16N R29E. Looking at regional maps of the distribution of the Saddle Mountains basalt units suggests that wells located to
the east of Highway 17 (which runs along the west section line of section 36) will most likely not encounter Saddle
Mountains basalt units and will encounter Wanapum basalt formations when they drill through the overlying unconsolidated
sediments. As such, the new well #9 will not need to be cased and sealed to prevent the production of Saddle Mountains
aquifer water along with the intended Wanapum aquifer. The new well will most likely still need close to 200° of casing to
keep the hole open through the unconsolidated sediments and will have to conform with the well drilling statutes (RCW
18.104 and WAC 173-160). The maximum depth of 1,000’ is still a good estimate of the top of the Grande Ronde formation
at the new, proposed location.

Well equipping design/const.: December 20]3-November 2014
Beneficial use: November 2014
