This water right can only divert water from Lake Washington between 11:00 AM and 12:59 PM and 7:00 PM
and 7:59 PM on ODD numbered days, during the irrigation season. To prevent an enlargement of the water
right, the water right holder shall install an automatic irrigation timer capable of restricting the time of pumping
from Lake Washington to the period described above.

Department of Ecology personnel, upon presentation of proper credentials, shall have access at reasonable
times, to the automatic irrigation timer to verify that water is only being diverted during the time period
indicated above.

Other:
If it can be shown that the requested change has a detrimental effect on existing rights, it shall be the
responsibility of the water right holder to mitigate for this impact and/or alter or cease withdrawal of water.

The applicant is advised that a certificate of change will issue for only that quantity of water that has been
diverted and applied to actual beneficial use. Such quantity applied to actual beneficial use shall not exceed the
quantity specified in this report of examination and will be calculated based on the best information available to
Ecology, including metering data.

A certificate of change will not be issued until a final investigation is made.

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INVESTIGATOR’S REPORT

BACKGROUND

Description and Purpose of Proposed Change

On May 16, 1974, the Department of Ecology received a water right claim form from the King County Water
District No. 1 signed by John R. Adams on May 12, 1974. This water right claim was assigned number 158498 by
Ecology.

King County Water District No. 1 (WADOH Water System Id. 38650) has entered into an interlocal agreement
with the City of Bellevue under which the City has assumed the District’s water system and service area and the
District will eventually dissolve. The District must sell its assets, including water rights, to pay the costs of
upgrading the water system and interconnecting with the City of Bellevue’s water system. The property that
contained the original points of withdrawal for this water right claim was sold to the City of Kirkland, minus the
water right. The District has adopted a resolution offering to sell shares of its water rights to its existing residents
and, to the extent of availability, to other lakefront property owners for irrigation of lawns and gardens.

History of Water Use

A Tentative Determination Analysis for the original water right claim, prior to any portion of the water right
claim being sold off, is attached to this report (see Attachment 2). It concluded that 293.6 gpm and 473.6 acre-
feet per year were perfected for year round municipal use and no portion of that was lost due to statutory
relinquishment or common law abandonment

Hydrologic/Hydrogeologic Evaluation (Summarized from Dunn, 2006)
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Greater Lake Washington, including the Lake Washington Ship Canal, Salmon Bay, and Lake Union, is
approximately 22,250 acres in size and is separated from the marine waters of Puget Sound by the Hiram M.
Chittenden Locks operated by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

The points of withdrawal utilized by the District were located at the western edge of the Vashon Advance
Outwash aquifer. Ground water flowing in this aquifer that is not captured by the wells discharges as springs to
form the headwaters of Carillon Creek. Carillon Creek proceeds to flow down hill through Carillon Point and
finally into Lake Washington.

Discussion of Annual Volume Available for Change from Year Round Use to Seasonal Use

This change application proposes to change the purpose of use from municipal supply to irrigation. The
irrigation season, as defined by the change application is April 15™ through October 31, This is a period of
200 days, which equates to approximately 55% of the year. So, applying that percentage to the 473.6 acre-feet
per year, we arrive at 259.5 acre-feet per year that could be utilized during the period of April 155 through
October 31%. The remainder (214.1 acre-feet per year) was historically utilized during the non-irrigation season
months and would not be available for use during the irrigation season,

Washington Department of Fi ildlife Comments

On August 8, 2005, the Department of Ecology received a letter from the WDFW stating that, “Lake Washington
is inhabited by sockeye, Chinook, coho, steelhead, cutthroat, and numerous native and non-native fish species.” It
also requested that this water right should be subject to established lake levels, if any. The new water right holder
would need to obtain a Hydraulic Project Approval (HPA) from the Washington State Department of Fish and
Wildlife for work performed in or near the water and during that process they would require them to screen their
intake structure. This letter received from WDFW was designed to apply to all change applications of this nature
for water right claim 158498.

Topographic and Local Area Maps

Proposed Use
Alex and Dianne Polson plan on irrigating turf (0.15 acres) and landscape plants (0.10 acres) on a total of 0.25

Impairment Considerations

Since the water that was originally captured by the wells and piped to Yarrow Point for domestic use will now
naturally discharge from the aquifer and flow into Lake Washington. Lake Washington will not experience any
decrease in the amount of water entering it, being stored in it, or draining from it. Therefore, this water right
change will not cause impairment of any existing rights.

The identification of nearby water rights is undertaken so that the hydrogeologist/report writer is aware of those
nearby water rights when determining if the new point of diversion will impair any of those rights. Due to the size
of Lake Washington, and the pumping rate of the proposed diversion, it was deemed unnecessary to identify other
water rights in the vicinity since this pumping rate will not cause a measurable change in the water level of Lake
Washington and can therefore automatically be determined that it will not cause impairment.

Potential for Enlargement

This water right claim will not be enlarged because of this change application as long as the rate and volume of
water withdrawn/diverted after the change application is not greater than what was historically perfected by
King County Water District No. 1. That means that under this claim, including portions that are broken off of
the original claim through change applications, the rate of water being pumped from Lake Washington cannot
exceed 293.6 gpm at any point in time and the amount of water pumped during the irrigation season of April

15 through October 31 cannot exceed 259.5 acre-feet per year.
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Same Source of Water

Diverting water from Lake Washington, including the Lake Washington Ship Canal, Salmon Bay, and Lake
Union, should be considered to be the same source as withdrawing water from the wells used by the KCWD
No. 1 for the following reasons:

1. Both the wells and Lake Washington are located in WRIA 8.
Ground water not captured by the wells, under this water right claim, will naturally discharge from the
aquifer, flow down short surface water drainage named Carillon Creek, and ultimately discharge into
Lake Washington.
