Cascade Irrigation District (CID) is proposing to add five points of diversion, one each on
Caribou Creek, Coleman Creek, Lyle Creek, Naneum Creek, and Currier Creek. The location of
these proposed diversions are:

Currier Creek: 1150 ft west and 2000 ft south from the NE corner of Section 15 T. 18 N., R. 18
E.W.M

Lyle Creek: 1300 ft west and 900 ft south of the NE corner of Section31 T. 18 N. R. 19 EW.M

Naneum Creek: 600 ft east and 2200 ft north of the SW corner of Section 33 T. 18 N. R. 19

Coleman Creek: 850 ft west and 1500 ft north from the SE corner of Section 33 T. 18 N. R. 19
EW.M

Caribou Creek: 100 ft east and 500 ft south from the NW corner of Section 12 T. 17 N. R. 19

CID does not intend to divert more that half of the stream flow or more than 2 cfs from any one
of these points of diversion with the exception of Lyle creek. They are applying to divert up to 10
cfs on Lyle Creek during unseasonable high water.
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
