NARRATIVE DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT:

This proposal is for development of one residential home and ERU on an existing
subdivided parcel owned by the applicant since 2006 and identified as Lot 4 of Plat of
Timber Ridge (Parcel No. 951349). The WI'WG and Ecology had previously approved a
12 lot ERU project on an adjoining parcel, Lot 10 of Plat of Timber Ridge, and on
September 27, 2012 following a request, Ecology amended the Determination of Water
Budget Neutrality to reduce the ERUs from 12 to 1. Following that reduction, the
requestor here seeks to obtain water from the shared well on Lot 10 to serve Lot 4.

The requestor proposes to offset the 0.212 ac-ft/yr of consumptive use for the project (1
residential connection and 1,815 ft* of lawn and garden) with 0.212 ac-ft/yr of mitigation
water acquired from Sapphire Skies Water Exchange Instream Flow Water Rights per
Superseding Trust Water Right Agreement and Trust Water Right No. CS4-
00365CTCLsbS. The requestor proposes that 0.069 ac-ft be assigned to under the
Bureau-Ecology Water Storage and Exchange Contract no. 09XX101700 for the storage
and delivery of water between October through April to ensure that the new exempt use
is water budget neutral at Parker year round.

Please find enclosed a Request for Determination of Water Budget Neutrality.
This is a project (1 single family residence) that has a water demand under the
quantities allowed for the ground water permit exemption. The project is tc be
mitigated as required under the Kittitas Rule, WAC 173-539A-050, that
provides that “the proposed use would be water budget neutral.”

Under the rule, “water budget neutral project” means an appropriation or
project where withdrawals of ground water of the state are proposed in
exchange for discharge of water from other water rights that are placed into
the trust water right program where such discharge is at least equivalent to the
amount of consumptive use. Mr. and Mrs. Kellogg-Smith intend to provide the
