RE: Water Right Application No. S4-35157 — Temporary Authorization to divert water for
fish rearing

On October 29, 2007, Oroville-Tonasket Irrigation District (OTID) submitted an application
secking authorization to divert 10 cubic feet per second (cfs), 3,620 acre-feet per year (ac-tt/yr)
for non-consumptive use from October 15, 2007 through April 15, 2008. The application has
been assigned Identifier No. S4-35157. This project proposes to withdraw water from the
Okanogan River from an existing diversion located within the SE/4SEY4 of Section 04, T. 37 N.,
R.27 EW.M.

OTID has requested a temporary permit to divert water from the Okanogan River and pump it to
their irrigation settling ponds located on Tax Parcel No. 3727040030 within the SEY4SEY4 of
Section 04, T. 37 N., R. 27 E.W.M. OTID is proposing to use these ponds during the
non-irrigation season to acclimate juvenile Chinook salmon before being released in spring 2008.
The proposal includes continuous pumping of water from the river, through the ponds, and back
to the river. Water will be returned back to the Okanogan River via 24 inch, smooth walled pipe,
approximately 125 feet upstream from the diversion.

There are four water rights appurtenant to this property, three of which are seasonal irrigation
rights owned by Oroville-Tonasket Irrigation District; CS4-ADJ01VOL1P2, SC4-SWC10694,
and SC4-SWC10379. The fourth water right appurtenant to this property is described below:

o S4-28324 — US Bureau of Reclamation: authorized to divert 0,55 cfs, 108 ac-ft/yr, from a
point located 90 feet north, 390 feet west of the SW corner of Section 4, T. 37 N.,
R. 27 E.W.M. for the benefit of wildlife habitat and watering from April 1 to October 15
each year.

This water right application is being processed prior to competing applications in accordance to
WAC 173-152-050(2)(b). This temporary water right is nonconsumptive and will enhance or
protect the quality of the natural environment.
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This TEMPORARY AUTHORIZATION has the following parameters and provisions:

Violation of any of the terms and/or conditions of this authorization will result in
immediate termination, issuance of Administrative Orders to Cease and Desist, may also
subject the violator to civil penalties.

A diversion of 10.0 cfs may take place from November 9, 2007 to April 15, 2008. This
Temporary Authorization will expire on April 15, 2008.

The temporary place of use under this authorization will be used to acclimate Chinook
salmon in settling ponds located within SEYSEY4 of Section 04, T. 37 N., R. 27 E.W.M.

The maximum annual volume of water allowed is 3,620 ac-ft/yr.

The priority date for this water right is October 29, 2007.

The Department of Ecology assumes no liability for the purchase and/or construction of
any permanent facilities in conjunction with this Temporary Authorization. Applicants

for a temporary water right should not construe that a temporary authorization will result
in the granting of a permanent water right.

The applicant and operator of the system under this Temporary Change Authorization
shall:

e [ave a copy of this Temporary Change Authorization available on-site.

e DBe aware of the parameters and provisions and operate accordingly.

e Provide said copy as evidence of this authorization upon request by Department
of Ecology staff.

An approved measuring device shall be installed and maintained for the source(s)
identified herein in accordance with the rule “Requirements for Measuring and Reporting
Water Use”, Chapter 173-173 WAC. Water use data shall be recorded weekly and shall
be submitted to Ecology by January 31, 2009.

The rule above describes the requirements for data accuracy, device installation and
operation, and information reporting. It also allows a water user to petition Ecology for
modifications to some of the requirements. Installation, operation and maintenance
requirements are enclosed or available from Ecology as a document entitled “Water

‘Measurement Device Installation and Operation Requirements™.

10) Water use data shall be recorded weekly. The maximum monthly rate of

diversion/withdrawal and the monthly total volume shall be submitted to Ecology by
January 31% of each calendar year. Ecology is requiring submittal of monthly meter
readings to collect seasonal information for water resource planning, management and
compliance.

11) At a minimum, the following information shall be included with each submittal of water

use data: owner, contact name if different, mailing address, daytime phone number,
WRIA, Permit or Certificate No., source name, annual quantity used including units,
maximum rate of diversion including units, period of use, monthly meter readings
including units, and peak flow including units for each month. In the future, Ecology
may require additional parameters to be reported or more [requent reporting.

12) Ecology prefers web based data entry, but does accept hard copies. Ecology will provide

forms and electronic data entry information.

13) Ecology personnel, upon presentation of proper credentials, shall have access at

reasonable times, to the records of water use that are kept to meet the above conditions,
and to inspect at reasonable times any measuring device used to meet the above
conditions, but only to the extent otherwise allowed by law.

14) This Temporary Authorization is subject to Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife

fish screening criteria (pursuant to RCW 77.57.010, RCW 77.57.070, and

RCW 77.57.040). Fish screening criteria are attached to this Report of Examination.

15) The intake shall be screened at all times in accordance with Department of Fish and

Wildlife screening criteria. hitp:/wdfw.wa.gov/hab/engineer/habeng.htm.

16) This Temporary Authorization shall in no way excuse the permittee from compliance

with any applicable federal, state, or local statutes, ordinances, or regulations including
those administered by other programs of the Department of Ecology.

You have a right to appeal this order. To appeal this you must:

File your appeal with the Pollution Control Hearing Board within 30 days of the “date of
receipt” of this document. Filing means actual receipt by the Board during regular office
hours. :

Serve your appeal on the Department of Ecology within 30 days of the “date of receipt™
of this document. Service may be accomplished by any of the procedures identified in
WAC 371-08-305(10). “Date of receipt” is defined at RCW 43.21B.001(2).
