Part II © Amendment Benefit: PROBLEM(S) ADDRESSED (Describe the intended.effect of the proposed code amendment):

The 2012 IBC included significant changes (under ICC # E5-09/ 10) that involved numerous sections of the code. My understanding
of the intent for these changes were primarily needed clarifications for shafts, vertical openings, and various aspects of the means of
the egress system, especially exit access stairways so that certain existing conflicts and confusion could be resolved. There were no
fundamental changes to the 2009 IBC provisions intended. I fully support the general intent behind the ES 09/10 code change.

However, there are numerous questions that can arise if a building is analyzed the 2012 provisions; and more importantly, I think the
2012 IBC can be interpreted to allow a means of egress design that is well beyond the code’s intent. My proposals are an attempt to
address these concemns.

1 understand from some of those active in the national code change process as well as from 1CC staff is that the ES 09/10 effort is
considered a ‘work in progress” and further development for the 2015 edition on these issues are necessary and will be forth coming.
In light of this, these suggested amendments to the IBC, if approved by the Council, should be thoroughly reviewed in the 2015 cycle
and deleted if no longer needed.

PRIMARY REASON FOR AMENDMENT: (Describe how the amendment meets one of the criteria listed above)

The 2012 code seems to permit unenclosed multistory exit access stairs as a required means of egress in a fashion that was

applicable to only non-required stairs in previous code. — the proposed amendment in 1009.3 rectifies this.



The code is unclear that exit access stairs include both stairs that are required by the means of egress provisions and stairs that are

provided for convenience only — the proposed amendment in 202 rectifies this,
The code seems to permit exit access stairway to be exposed in an atrium space — the in_1009.3 rectifies this

The code is unclear as to the required location of exit access stairs that are used to meet a means of egress requirements — the
proposed amendment in 1009.3.1 rectifies this.

The code seems to set forth a new method for measuring travel distance in exit access stairways — the proposed amendment in
1016.3.1 rectifies this.

The code scems to require a travel distance measurement whenever an exit access stair is provided — even if the exit access stair is
not.required to meet a means of egress requirement — the proposed amendment in 1021.3.1 rectifies this.
