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1. STANDARD RATE SHEET GUIDELINES

This document contains commercial information related to the performance of diving and marine construction activities. This information is specific to Ballard Marine Construction, Inc. (BMC) projects that are bid out of Seattle, WA and Portland metro areas. This schedule is built around the following general clarifications and procedures.


1-1 HEALTH & SAFETY

All BMC operations are in compliance with OSHA Commercial Diving Standards Part 1910, Subpart T., and the ADCI Consensus Standards for Commercial Diving and Underwater Operations. BMC also follows US Coast Guard DOT 46 CFR Part 197 regulations and recommendations for performing commercial diving work. BMC dive personnel are trained at an ADCI accredited commercial diving school and possess ADCI certification documentation. Any additional requirements and or training required by the customer may be cause for additional charges.


BMC employs redundant air supply systems in its commercial diving operations. These systems are comprised of an engine or electric driven breathing air compressor and volume tank as the primary air source. The secondary air source is supplied from  a  bank of compressed air cylinders (sized to the project requirements) which is immediately available to the diver at the turn of a valve from the dive supervisor. The tertiary source is a compressed air cylinder worn by the diver (commonly called a “bail-out” bottle) which is accessible to the diver only (sized to the dive requirements).


1-2 LABOR

Union maintenance labor rates are based off an agreement with the Piledrivers / Divers International Union, Local 196. In this agreement, BMC employees are permitted to perform underwater and marine construction, inspection, maintenance and repair projects for private or public entities. Rates for labor under this designation are found in Pricing Table Section 2-1.

1-3 DIVING HAZARD PREMIUMS

Activity premiums include costs for work scopes that involve more than what would typically be expected. The activities include specialized tasks (underwater burning/welding), high risk work (penetrations, deep diving, and hot water), labor stand- by situations, and travel considerations. These costs will be in addition to the hourly labor rates and are applicable on a per crewmember, per unit basis as specified in all Pricing Table Sections. Other premium notes:

· OSHA regulations require that a second “safety” diver be positioned at the underwater point of entry on all penetration dives. As the length of the penetration increases additional in water “safety” divers may be required. In water depths greater than 35 feet, penetration distance is governed by depth exposure limitations.
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· BMC follows the US Navy Rev. 6 Dive Tables. Planned decompression dives will only be conducted with a recompression chamber on site and ready for use.


· A water-cooled diving apparatus is mandatory equipment for any elevated water temperature dives performed. These units are designed to circulate cold water around the diver to reduce the chances of developing hyperthermia (elevated body temperature) during a dive.


· In situations where the water temperature is below 50° F, it will be at  BMC’s discretion to require the addition of a hot water unit to the job equipment list. These units are designed to circulate warm water around the diver to reduce the chances of developing hypothermia (decreased body temperature) during a dive.


1-4 EQUIPMENT

This document contains a listing of BMC owned equipment in our inventory that we feel could potentially be utilized in the performance of most related tasks.


Supply of equipment and associated rates provided are subject to availability. Equipment will be charged at a minimum of eight (8) hours usage per shift. All subcontracted or rented equipment will be charged at the cost plus percentage listed in Pricing Table Section 3.


1-5 SUBCONTRACTORS, RENTALS, MATERIALS, AND CONSUMABLES

This includes all subcontracted equipment/services, specialized or internally unavailable equipment, building materials needed to complete the work scope, and project related consumables. Project related consumables are defined as those consumables that would not be expected to be utilized on a standard work day. Any and all of these items will be charged at the cost plus percentage listed at the end of the BMC Owned Equipment Section 3.


1-6 TRANSPORTATION

BMC has diving units staged in Seattle and Portland metro areas . Every effort will be made to dispatch the diving personnel and equipment from the closest location to the project site to reduce mobilization and demobilization costs. For pricing information on transportation to and from a project site see the Project Specific Labor Rates under Section 2-3.


1-7 SUBSISTENCE RATES

Zone Pay will be charged on jobs that are greater than 100 road miles for Oregon/Southwest WA 196 from the Union hall or when job specific trained personnel are required. Zone Pay will be
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charged on jobs that are greater than 90 road miles for Western WA 196 from the Union hall or when job specific trained personnel are required.


For more information on pricing for subsistence and mileage pay, see the Project Specific Labor Rates under


Section 2-3-1.


1-8 STANDBY RATES

Standby rates will be charged for equipment and for each crewmember that is mobilized to the site and requested to stand-by offsite at a motel or in the vicinity of the project site. For more information on pricing for standby see the Project Specific Labor Rates under Section 2-3-2.


1-9 CONSUMABLE MATERIALS

All materials and supplies that are incidental project expenses will be billed at a cost plus rate. For more information on pricing for consumables see the BMC Owned Equipment Section 3-20.


1-10 DAMAGED EQUIPMENT

Any diving or support equipment contaminated by radio nuclides, damaged or destroyed by hydrocarbons, solvents, chemicals and other environmental conditions will be replaced at cost plus. Damaged equipment will then become the property of the customer. See BMC Owned Equipment Notes at the end of Section 3 of this document.


1-11 SITE SECURITY

If it is necessary to remove any items including dive equipment from BMC vans or trailers and or maintain setup overnight, customer will provide a safe storage area or a watch service to protect the equipment. It is BMC’s policy that all commercial diving personnel have a TWIC card. (Transportation Worker Identification Card)


1-12 SPACE REQUIREMENTS

BMC requires a minimum of 400 square feet of clear work space to accommodate a typical shallow air dive spread. Additional space may be required dependent on specific equipment requirements.

1-13 EMERGENCY RESPONSE RATES

For Emergency Response Commercial Inland Diving BMC will add 20% to the rates provided in the rate schedule. Both labor and equipment pricing will be increased.

2-1-3 Working Rules - Oregon/Southwest WA Union & Western WA Union

1.) All rates above apply to projects based out of the Seattle, WA and Portland metro offices.

2.) BMC will charge an additional $1 per hour while performing welding or burning required by the project plans or specifications.
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3.) BMC will charge a four (4) hour minimum, per man, per shift (unless negotiated otherwise in advance of our arrival onsite). If work duration is over four (4) hours to six (6) hours in length,  BMC will charge for six (6) hours. If work duration is over six (6) hours to eight (8) hours in length, BMC will charge for eight (8) hours.

4.) Monday through Friday, BMC will charge overtime when work duration exceeds eight (8) hours at the rate of time and one half (1½) the standard rate of pay, per man, per shift. If overtime work duration exceeds twelve 12 hours, BMC will charge double time at the rate of double the standard rate of pay.

5.) BMC will charge time and one half (1½) for work that occurs on Saturdays up to eight (8) hours. If work exceeds eight (8) hours on a Saturday, BMC will charge double time.

6.) BMC will charge double time for all projects that occur on Sundays and holidays.

7.) BMC will charge an eight (8) hour minimum for decompression dives for Western WA 196 Union Only.

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4. GENERAL PRICING NOTES AND CLARIFICATIONS

The following pricing notes, definitions, and technical clarifications/qualifications shall be made part of the contract and supersede any provisions thereof.


General

1) Proposals are based on the terms and conditions as set forth in our BMC Marine Long Form contract or other executed agreement (MSA) between BMC and Customer. In instances where the proposal differs from  contract/MSA  and/or RFP, this Proposal shall supersede for the particular project.


2) The BMC supervisor/superintendent will have the ultimate decision making responsibility concerning safe working conditions.


3) Proposals are contingent upon availability of personnel and equipment and our reaching a mutually agreeable contract.


4) BMC proposals exclude the cost of obtaining a Performance Bond. If requested by Customer, said bond shall be furnished at cost plus fifteen percent (15%)

5) Any Permits requirements are the responsibility of Customer.

6) Customer will be responsible for any customs, import/export fees,  foreign  tax, duties, tariffs or any other related fees associated to the project.


7) Any deviation in site conditions, scope of work, and/or deliverables specified herein will be considered a change order and subject to negotiation prior to work being completed.


8) Additional requested services by Customer, equipment or tooling will be charged at cost-plus fifteen percent 15% when available.


9) This proposal does not cover expenses related to decontamination of equipment or reclamation of property contacted by contaminated materials at the work site during the course of the project. Nor does it include disposal of any generated waste associated with decontamination of the project work.


10) Listed rates will be billed during work stoppages outside of BMC control.


11) It is at the sole discretion of BMC to evaluate on-site weather conditions and to determine whether or not work will  be  conducted/continue.  These  weather delays may include lightning, high winds/surf, extreme cold, poor visibility caused by fog/heavy rain, etc.
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12) BMC will not  absorb  any weather downtime  costs incurred  for the  duration  of the project.


13) The
customer  will  be
charged  for  additional  dock  space  or
services  that  are required to complete the customer’s project at cost plus fifteen percent (15%).


14) See Section 4 for rates applicable to BMC owned equipment in our inventory.


Supply of equipment and associated rates provided are subject to availability. Equipment will be charged at a minimum of eight (8) hours usage per shift. All third- party rental equipment will be charged at cost plus fifteen percent (15%).
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5. TECHNICAL TERMINOLGY

1. Working Day Rate – Mobilization ends and “Dive time” begins when  the  dive  team reaches the site (TBD). “Dive time” ends when the trailer and or truck are loaded and the dive team leaves the site. In other words Mobilization/Demobilization is for travel time only. Once on site our “Dive Time Rates” apply.


2. Standby Rate – Standby Rate is charged when the crew is requested to stand by at an off site location or in the vicinity of the project. Standby Rates will be billed at a minimum of eight (8) hours at each employee’s billable classification.  Equipment will be billed at 60%.

3. Customer (fill in name) - hereby designated as “Customer” for the whole of this document.


4. BMC - short designation for Ballard Marine Construction, Inc.


5. Mobilization – Mobilization rate is limited to travel time to the site. Once on-site and the crew starts setting up the project, the work day rate begins.


6. Demobilization – Once the project is completed and the crew leaves the project site, demobilization charges begin and is limited  to  travel  time  and  restocking  of equipment.


7. Dock Space and Services – Charges assessed for dock space and all dockside services while on hire to the customer.

8. Project Required Consumables - These charges will be assessed for any consumable materials for the project outside the normal diving operations at a  cost  plus  fifteen percent (15%).


9. PM - Project Manager.

10. Commercial Dive Team – BMC dive teams are OSHA compliant and adhere strictly to ADCI regulations and guidelines. OSHA requires a minimum of a three man properly “trained” dive team on each commercial diving project. BMC requires our commercial divers to be graduates from an ADCI accredited dive school. Depending on site conditions, depth of water, additional equipment, on site, etc., BMC reserves the right to add more personnel (at the customer’s expense) to safely perform the requested project.

ACCEPTANCE OF SCHEDULE

Ballard Marine Construction, Inc. (BMC), respectfully requests written acceptance of our schedule. BMC shall submit invoices not more than weekly for the work and Company shall make payment for all undisputed portions of  any  invoice  within  thirty  (30) calendar days after receipt of the invoice. If Company reasonably disputes any portion of an invoice, Company shall notify BMC in writing of the amount in dispute and the reasons thereof within fifteen  (15) calendar days from the date of receipt of such invoice. If Company fails to make payment on any undisputed portion of any invoice within thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of the invoice, interest shall be due on the unpaid amount at the rate of 2% per month, or part thereof until payment is made. Company shall pay interest at the rate of 2% per month beginning 30 calendar days after the receipt of the original invoice.
