The contractor must submit an acknowledgment of the order within three business days from the time of their receipt of the order.








1.9	Pre-approval of Plans/Drawings


Any bidder submitting a response to Category One or Category Two of the IFB, or both, who does not already have the requisite pre-approved plans or drawings on file with WSDOT, must, upon the request of DES, submit six sets of shop drawings for review prior to the selection of the Apparent Successful Bidder.

4.3  Determination of Responsibility

A. Delivery Requirements for Steel Light Standards 



1. Revised Drawings:  If any of the pre-approved drawings for light standards and components are revised and approved by WSDOT Bridge and Structures Office (or in the case of non-WSDOT orders, by the appropriate engineering department of the purchaser) during the term of this contract, the contractor shall supply light standards and components conforming to the revised drawings.



2. Free on Board (FOB) Destination:  all deliveries of steel light standards shall be FOB Destination, freight pre-paid and included in price, with Contractor bearing risk of loss.  .





3. Delivery Location:  Light standards and components as well as roadway luminaires and lighting shall be delivered to the location points as indicated on the Field Order (which may be throughout the State of Washington)  and, for orders by WSDOT, include but are not limited to the following:

The contractor shall notify the purchaser three days prior to making a delivery.  Deliveries outside the regular business hours must be pre-arranged with the purchaser.  If contractor attempts to make delivery without prior arrangements, the State reserves the right to reject delivery



4. Delivery Time:   Steel light standards and components built in accordance with the pre-approved drawings will be delivered within 60 calendar days after acknowledgement of receipt of field order.  Steel light standards and components without pre-approved drawings will be delivered within 60 calendar days after the drawings are approved and stamped, in accordance with the “Order & Delivery Procedure” provisions set forth in section 5 immediately below. Anchor bolts for steel light standards built in accordance with pre-approved drawings, if required, will be delivered within 15 calendar days after acknowledgement of receipt of field order. Anchor bolts for steel light standards without pre-approved drawings, if required, will be delivered within 15 calendar days after the drawings are approved and stamped.  Longer delivery times on individual purchase transactions are authorized by written mutual agreement of the customer and contractor.  The State reserves the right to modify the default delivery time, in the best interest of the state, upon mutual written agreement with the contractor.



5. Order & Delivery Procedure:   The order and delivery procedure will be as follows:

a) WSDOT (or in the case of non-WSDOT orders, the ordering entity) will fax or email field orders to the Contractor.

b) Contractor will acknowledge receiving field order by faxing a confirmation within four (4) business hours after receipt of field order. Business hours are defined as Monday through Friday, 8 AM to 3:30 PM (Pacific Daylight/Standard Time).  For those field orders that are faxed or emailed to Contractor after 2:00 PM, the Contractor will process the field order first thing on the next working business day.  The contractor’s delivery time will begin on the next business day.

c) The Contractor is required to submit shop drawings for light standards without pre-approved plans and for special base plates used on light standards with pre-approved drawings.  Contractor will submit six (6) sets of the shop drawings to the WSDOT responsible party listed on the field order for review and approval (or for non-WSDOT orders, simply the responsible party listed on the field order).  Pre-approved drawings are listed in Appendix E.   For light standards built in accordance with pre-approved plans, no shop drawings are required.

d) If needed, WSDOT (or, in the case on non-WSDOT orders,  the ordering entity’s) responsible party will process the shop drawings in accordance with the WSDOT  WSDOT Construction Manual M41-01 Section 8-20.2B (or in the case of order by non-WSDOT, in accordance with its applicable construction manual). WSDOT (or other ordering entity’s) responsible party will be allowed seven (7) calendar days to review the Contractor’s shop drawings for light standards built without pre-approved drawings.  If the WSDOT (or other ordering entity’s) responsible party requires a longer time period to review the shop drawings, the additional time will not count against the Contractor delivery time.  After approval, the responsible party will distribute the shop drawings according to WSDOT Construction Manual M41-01 Section 8-20.2B (or other appropriate construction manual) and shall ensure that two copies are forwarded to the Fabrication Inspection Office (or, in the case of non-WSDOT orders, to the designated inspector.

e) Upon receipt of the stamped approved shop drawings, the Contractor will fabricate and ship the light standard(s) to the specified delivery point within the specified delivery period, which delivery period shall commence upon the approval of the drawings.










B. Delivery Requirements for Traffic Signal  Standards 



1. Free on Board (FOB) Destination:  all deliveries of traffic signal standards shall be FOB Destination, freight pre-paid and included in price, with Contractor bearing risk of loss.  .



2. Delivery Location:  Signal standards shall be delivered to the location points as indicated on the Field Order (and which may be throughout the State).  Regular business hours are defined as 8:00 AM to 3:30 PM Monday through Friday, excluding Washington State Holidays.  The contractor shall notify the purchaser three days prior to making a delivery.  Deliveries outside the regular business hours must be pre-arranged with the purchaser.  If contractor attempts to make delivery without prior arrangements, the State reserves the right to reject delivery.



3.  Delivery Time:  Signal standards built in accordance with these specifications pre-approved drawings will be delivered within 60 calendar days after acknowledgement of receipt of field order. Signal standards and components without pre-approved drawings will be delivered within 60 calendar days after the drawings are approved and stamped, in accordance with the “Order & Delivery Procedure” provisions set forth in section 3 immediately below. Anchor bolts for signal standards built in accordance with pre-approved drawings, if required, will be delivered within 15 calendar days after acknowledgement of receipt of field order. Anchor bolts for signal standards without pre-approved drawings, if required, will be delivered within 15 calendar days after the drawings are approved and stamped.



4. Order and Delivery Procedure:

a. WSDOT (or in the case of non-WSDOT orders, the ordering entity) will fax or email field orders to the Contractor.

b. Contractor will acknowledge receiving field order by faxing a confirmation within four (4) business hours after receipt of field order. Business hours are defined as Monday through Friday, 8 AM to 3:30 PM (Pacific Daylight/Standard Time).  For those field orders that are faxed or emailed to Contractor after 2:00 PM, the Contractor will process the field order first thing on the next working business day.  The contractor’s delivery time will begin on the next business day.

c. The Contractor is required to submit shop drawings for light standards without pre-approved plans and for special base plates used on light standards with pre-approved drawings.  Contractor will submit six (6) sets of the shop drawings to the WSDOT responsible party listed on the field order for review and approval (or for non-WSDOT orders, simply the responsible party listed on the field order).  Pre-approved drawings are listed in Appendix E.   For light standards built in accordance with pre-approved plans, no shop drawings are required.

d. If needed, WSDOT (or, in the case on non-WSDOT orders,  the ordering entity’s) responsible party will process the shop drawings in accordance with the WSDOT  WSDOT Construction Manual M41-01 Section 8-20.2B (or in the case of order by non-WSDOT, in accordance with its applicable construction manual). WSDOT (or other ordering entity’s) responsible party will be allowed seven (7) calendar days to review the Contractor’s shop drawings for light standards built without pre-approved drawings.  If the WSDOT (or other ordering entity’s) responsible party requires a longer time period to review the shop drawings, the additional time will not count against the Contractor delivery time.  After approval, the responsible party will distribute the shop drawings according to WSDOT Construction Manual M41-01 Section 8-20.2B (or other appropriate construction manual) and shall ensure that two copies are forwarded to the Fabrication Inspection Office (or, in the case of non-WSDOT orders, to the designated inspector.

e. Upon receipt of the stamped approved shop drawings, the Contractor will fabricate and ship the light standard(s) to the specified delivery point within the specified delivery period, which delivery period shall commence upon the approval of the drawings.



5. Quality Assurance and Inspection:  Quality assurance inspection for signal standards and anchor bolts purchased by WSDOT will be provided by the WSDOT Materials Fabrication Inspection Office.  WSDOT purchasers shall contact the inspection office for information regarding inspection services. As the WSDOT Materials Laboratory operates on a cost recovery system, purchasers must provide a method of payment for inspection services.  Other purchaser may also contact the Materials Fabrication Inspection Office for information regarding inspection services.  



The following process is used for quality assurance inspection and acceptance of inspected items.

A.  The WSDOT purchaser shall notify the Materials Fabrication Inspection Office that they have placed an order for signal standards and/or anchor bolts and that these items will require inspection at the fabrication plant or upon arrival at the delivery site*.  (*The Materials Fabrication Inspection Office will determine the inspection site based on plant location.)  The notice shall include contact information, the purchase order number, contract number, estimated delivery date, and a method for the fabrication inspectors to recover their inspection costs.  Contact information for the Fabrication Inspection Office can be found at:  Mats Lab Fabrication Inspection (http://www.wsdot.wa.gov/biz/mats/Construction/fabinsp.htm).  Non-WSDOT purchasers may utilize this procedure or utilize an inspection service of their own choosing. 

B.  For WSDOT orders and all other orders utilizing the WSDOT Materials Fabrication Inspection Office, the fabricator shall give five business days notice to the WSDOT Materials Fabrication Inspection Office so that fabrication inspection can be scheduled.  (Inspection site will be determined by fabrication inspection office.)

C.  The fabricator shall make arrangements for delivery with the purchaser.

D.  The Purchaser’s inspection of all materials and equipment upon delivery is for the sole purpose of identification.  Such inspection shall not be construed as final acceptance or as acceptance of materials or equipment if materials or equipment do not conform to contractual requirements.  If there are any apparent defects in the materials or equipment at the time of delivery, the Purchaser will promptly notify the Contractor thereof.  Without limiting any other rights, the Purchaser and/or the State at its option, may require the Contractor to:

1.  Repair or replace, at Contractor's expense, any or all of the damaged goods,

2.  Refund the price of any or all of the damaged goods, or

3.  Accept the return of any or all of the damaged goods without penalties.



E.  If inspection occurred at the fabrication site, signal standards and/or anchor bolts will be stamped or tagged “APPROVED FOR SHIPMENT”.  If there are no stamps or tags, the Purchaser shall notify the WSDOT Materials Fabrication Inspection Office (or, in the case of non-WSDOT purchasers, the appropriate inspectors) that the light standards or components have arrived at the delivery site and are ready for inspection.



F.  The Materials Fabrication Inspection Office (or, in the case of non-WSDOT purchasers, the appropriate inspectors) will inspect the signal standards and/or anchor bolts at the delivery site and if approved, they will be stamped or tagged “APPROVED FOR SHIPMENT”.  Material certification and nondestructive test reports shall be provided by the manufacturer and shall be available at the time of inspection.  Inspection at the delivery site is included in the 60 calendar day delivery time period.



If signal standards or anchor bolts are not in compliance with the order, fail the fabrication inspection, or are damaged due to shipping, they shall be repaired to the satisfaction of the State or shall be replaced by the contractor at no additional cost to the State.








C. Delivery Requirements for Roadway Luminiares & Lighting 



1. Free on Board (FOB) Destination:  all deliveries of roadway luminaires and lighting shall be FOB Destination, freight pre-paid and included in price, with Contractor bearing risk of loss.



2. Delivery Location:  Roadway luminaires and lighting shall be delivered to the location points as indicated on the Field Order.  Regular business hours are defined as 8:00 AM to 3:30 PM Monday through Thursday, excluding Washington State Holidays.  The contractor shall notify the purchaser three days prior to making a delivery.  Deliveries outside the regular business hours must be pre-arranged with the purchaser.  If contractor attempts to make delivery without prior arrangements, the State reserves the right to reject delivery



2. Delivery Time:   All roadway luminaires and lighting will be delivered within 45 calendar days after acknowledgement of receipt of field order.  Longer delivery times on individual purchase transactions are authorized by written mutual agreement of the customer and contractor.  The State reserves the right to modify the default delivery time, in the best interest of the state, upon mutual written agreement with the contractor.



3. Vendor to Advise Shipping Agent:  Because of a high incidence of damage, each luminaire fixture must be opened and checked by purchaser for concealed damage.  If there are signs of damage, it must be noted on the original Bill of Lading and Freight Bill.  The shipping agent shall allow adequate time to open and check each fixture.  It shall be the responsibility of the vendor to advise his shipping agent of this requirement.



4. Photographing Damage: Vendor pre-bid conference feedback demonstrates that photographs of damage are imperative in processing damage claims.  The customer must reasonably photograph any delivery damage.  Photographs must be safeguarded and maintained by the customer, with good copies timely disseminated to the contractor and the DES contract administrator.  Best practice: Customer is not required but should take several photographs from multiple perspectives.



5. Inspection Prior To Off-Loading: In the sole discretion of the customer, where it is safe to do, and where it is allowed by the customer’s safe operation/safe practices requirements, inspection should take place on the truck prior to off-loading of the materials.



6. Off Loading of Materials: Where mechanical means are necessary, the customer is responsible for off-loading of materials, i.e., forklift, dolly, hoist, etc.  Any hand-carry materials are the responsibility of the contractor and his agent or carrier to off-load.






The following Other Special Terms and Conditions apply to this IFB and are hereby incorporated into any Contract(s) resulting from this solicitation, regardless of who the Purchaser is (WSDOT on non-WSDOT):



D. Dealer Authorization

The bidder, if other than the manufacturer, must provide upon request a current, dated and signed authorization from the manufacturer that the bidder is an authorized distributor, dealer or service representative and is authorized to sell the manufacturer's products. Failure to provide manufacturer’s authorization upon request may result in bid rejection or contract termination.



E. Economic and Environmental Goals

In support of the state’s economic and environmental goals, although not an award factor (unless otherwise specified herein), bidders are encouraged to consider the following in responding to this IFB:



· Support for a diverse supplier pool, including small, minority and women-owned business enterprises. DES has established voluntary numerical goals of 3 percent WBE and 3 percent MBE for this IFB. Achievement of these goals is encouraged whether directly or through subcontractors. Bidders may contact the Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprise to obtain information on certified firms or to become certified.

· Use of environmentally preferable goods and services to include post-consumer waste and recycled content.

· Products made or grown in Washington.



F. Purchasing Card Acceptance

H. Itemized Sales Report

As to bid submittals for categories Four and Five (LEDs), Bidder will submit a copy of the warranty as an attachment to its bid submittal and any LED or LED related item delivered under this contract will also be accompanied by a copy of the warranty.  For LED products, the warranty shall be for materials and shall be for a minimum period of seven (7) years and optimally ten (10) years after receipt of materials by the Purchaser. For all other products under this contract, unless otherwise specified, the warranty shall be for materials and labor and shall be for a minimum period of one year after receipt of materials by the Purchaser or whatever period of time that is standard in the industry, if longer than one year.  All materials provided shall be new, unused, of the latest model or design and of recent manufacture.

In the event of conflict between contract terms and conditions and warranty submitted, to afford the state maximum benefits, the contract terms and conditions shall prevail.

J. No Additional Charges 

Unless otherwise specified in the Solicitation, no additional charges by the Contractor will be allowed including, but not limited to: restocking fees, shipping/freight for returns or replacements, handling charges such as packing, wrapping, bags, containers, reels; or the processing fees associated with the use of credit cards.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that market conditions, laws, regulations or other unforeseen factors dictate, at the Contract Administrators sole discretion, additional charges may be allowed.

K. Contract Changes 

DES reserves the right to modify the resulting contract (including but not limited to adding or deleting products/services) by mutual agreement between DES and the contractor. Alterations to any of the terms, conditions, or requirements of this contract will only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually-agreed contract amendment by DES. However, changes to point of contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually-agreed contract amendment.

L. Category Changes 

Any item in Category Five identified by make and model number (the price of which is stated as a fixed percentage discount off of the manufacturer’s list price) may at any time be moved to Category Four, upon mutual agreement between DES and the Contractor. The price of the moved item will then be stated at a fixed price mutually agreed upon between DES and the Contractor at the time the item is so moved.  

M. New Products Added to Contract

During the term of the contract, at the request of a purchaser, and at the discretion of the Contract Administrator, additional approved products may be added to this contract to assure availability of street lights and poles and associated parts and accessories at the best available price.

N. Retention of Records

In addition to the requirements set forth in Section 3.19 of the Standard Terms and Conditions (see Appendix A), the contractor shall maintain, for at least six years after completion of this contract, all relevant records pertaining to this contract.  This shall include, but not be limited to, all records pertaining to actual contract performance from the date of contract award.  It shall also include information necessary to document the level of utilization of MWBE’s and other businesses as subcontractors and suppliers in this contract as well as any efforts the contractor makes to increase the participation of MWBE’s.  The contractor shall also maintain, for at least six years after completion of this contract, a record of all quotes, bids, estimates, or proposals submitted to the Contractor by all businesses seeking to participate as subcontractors or suppliers in this contract.  The State shall have the right to inspect and copy such records.  If this contract involves federal funds, Contractor shall comply with all record keeping requirements set forth in any federal rules, regulations, or statutes included or referenced in the contract documents.

The pricing structure for items in categories One through Four shall be a stated fixed price.  Stated fixed prices shall remain firm and fixed for one year from date of award of the contract, except in the case of an item in Category Five being moved to category Four,  in which case the pricing will remain fixed and firm for one year from the date of the change of category. 

For the items in category Five, the pricing structure shall be a stated percentage discount off the manufacturer’s most recently published (in the case of web sites) or printed (in the case of catalogues or price sheets) list prices for those items. Manufacturers shall not change their published or posted price list for a period of 180 days from date of award of the contract. Thereafter, manufacturers may change their published or posted price list by notifying the DES contract administrator of an updated price list, the effective date of the update, and providing documentation of the updated price list in a manner satisfactory to the contract administrator. Only updated price lists approved by the DES contract administrator shall be effective.  If a manufacturer’s updated price list is not received and approved by the DES contract administrator, the manufacturer’s previous price list shall prevail until such time as the updated price list is approved by the DES contract administrator.  Once a  price list is changed, it will remain unchanged for a period of 180 days. Although the manufacturer’s list prices may change during the term of this contract as described in this paragraph and section 2.7 of the IFB, the established contract percentage discounts shall remain unchanged through the life of the contract.

If lower pricing for similar quantities becomes effective for the contractor, purchasers must be given immediate benefit of such lower pricing. The contractor may also offer volume and promotional discounts.

Contractor agrees all the prices, terms, warranties, and benefits provided in this contract are comparable to or better than the terms presently being offered by the contractor to any other governmental entity purchasing similar quantities under similar terms. If, during the term of this contract, the contractor enters into contracts with other governmental entities providing greater benefits or more favorable terms than those provided by this contract, the contractor is obligated to provide the same to purchasers for subsequent purchases. MCC will be notified of changes in contract pricing.

Requests must include supporting documentation such as price increases at the manufacturer's level and/or other documentation of cost increases.

Consideration of price increases will be at the sole discretion of the contract Administrator. If a price increase is approved in-part or in-full, the resulting new contract pricing will be implemented through a contract amendment.

Q. Minimum Orders

 There shall be no minimum order size for this contract.

R. Buy America

As to the sale and purchase of poles, a certification of materials origin will be required for any items comprised of, or containing, steel or iron construction materials prior to such items being incorporated into the permanent work. The certification shall be on DOT Form 350-109EF provided by the Purchaser, or such other form the Contractor chooses, provided it contains the same information as DOT Form 350-109EF.  Once the certification requirements have met for a delivery, contractor may make subsequent deliveries to the same purchaser without providing additional certification. American-made material is defined as material having all manufacturing processes occurring domestically. To further define the coverage, a domestic product is a manufactured steel material that was produced in one of the 50 States, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, or in the territories and possessions of the United States.

If domestically produced steel billets or iron ingots are exported outside of the area of coverage, as defined above, for any manufacturing process then the resulting product does not conform to the Buy America requirements. Additionally, products manufactured domestically from foreign source steel billets or iron ingots do not conform to the Buy America requirements because the initial melting and mixing of alloys to create the material occurred in a foreign country.

Manufacturing begins with the initial melting and mixing, and continues through the coating stage. Any process which modifies the chemical content, the physical size or shape, or the final finish is considered a manufacturing process. The processes include rolling, extruding, machining, bending, grinding, drilling, welding, and coating. The 27 action of applying a coating to steel or iron is deemed a manufacturing process. Coating includes epoxy coating, powder coating, galvanizing, aluminizing, painting, and any other coating that protects or enhances the value of steel or iron. Any process from the original reduction from ore to the finished product constitutes a manufacturing process for iron.

Due to a nationwide waiver, Buy America does not apply to raw materials (iron ore and alloys), scrap (recycled steel or iron), and pig iron or processed, pelletized, and reduced iron ore.

The following are considered to be steel manufacturing processes:

 1. Production of steel by any of the following processes:

a. Open hearth furnace.

b. Basic oxygen.

c. Electric furnace.

d. Direct reduction.



 2. Rolling, heat treating, and any other similar processing.



 3. Fabrication of the products.

a. Spinning wire into cable or strand.

b. Corrugating and rolling into culverts.

c. Shop fabrication.

Category One: Steel Light Standards

General

Light standards shall conform to these specifications and the following:
1. Applicable sections of the Washington State Department of Transportation Standard Specifications
for Road, Bridge and Municipal Construction 2012
