The following contract provisions were excerpted and abridged from the contract IFB and Amendment:

SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. PRICING AND ADJUSTMENTS

All bid pricing is to be FOB Destination, freight prepaid and included where applicable, for any destination within the State of Washington.  

All pricing shall include the costs of bid preparation, servicing of accounts, and all contractual requirements.  During contract period, pricing shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 calendar days after effective date of contract and thereafter any changes will be for 365 calendar days from the effective date of contract change.  
2. MATERIALS AND WORKMANSHIP

The Contractor shall be required to furnish all materials, equipment and/or services necessary to perform contractual requirements.  Materials and workmanship in the construction of equipment for this contract shall conform to all codes, regulations and requirements for such equipment, specifications contained herein, and the normal uses for which intended.  Materials shall be manufactured in accordance with the best commercial practices and standards for this type of equipment.
3. CONTRACTOR PERFORMANCE

a) General Requirements: The state, in conjunction with purchasers, monitors and maintains records of Contractor performance.  Said performance shall be a factor in evaluation and award of this and all future contracts.  Purchasers will be provided with product/service performance report forms to forward reports of superior or poor performance to the State Procurement Officer.

b) Damages: The state has an immediate requirement for the materials, equipment or services specified herein.  Bidders are urged to give careful consideration to the state’s requirements and to the manufacturer’s production capabilities when establishing a delivery date(s).  Damages will be assessed in the amount of actual damages incurred by the Purchaser as a result of Contractor’s failure to perform herein.

c) Cost of Remedying Defects: All defects, indirect and consequential costs of correcting, removing or replacing any or all of the defective materials or equipment will be charged against the Contractor.

d) Site Damages: Contractor shall be responsible for damage to Purchaser’s building and equipment resulting from performing work. The state reserves the right to require Contractor to repair all damages or provides full compensation as determined by the state.

4. INSURANCE
a) General Requirements: Contractor shall, at their own expense, obtain and keep in force insurance as follows until completion of the contract.  Within fifteen (15) calendar days of receipt of notice of award, the Contractor shall furnish evidence in the form of a Certificate of Insurance satisfactory to the state that insurance, in the following kinds and minimum amounts has been secured.  Failure to provide proof of insurance, as required, will result in contract cancellation. 

Contractor shall include all subcontractors as insureds under all required insurance policies, or shall furnish separate Certificates of Insurance and endorsements for each subcontractor.  Subcontractor(s) must comply fully with all insurance requirements stated herein.  Failure of subcontractor(s) to comply with insurance requirements does not limit Contractor’s liability or responsibility. 

All insurance provided in compliance with this contract shall be primary as to any other insurance or self-insurance programs afforded to or maintained by State.

b) Specific Requirements:

1. Employers Liability (Stop Gap): The Contractor will at all times comply with all applicable workers’ compensation, occupational disease, and occupational health and safety laws, statutes, and regulations to the full extent applicable and will maintain Employers Liability insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000.00.  The state will not be held responsible in any way for claims filed by the Contractor or their employees for services performed under the terms of this contract.  

2. Commercial General Liability Insurance: The Contractor shall at all times during the term of this contract, carry and maintain commercial general liability insurance and if necessary, commercial umbrella insurance for bodily injury and property damage arising out of services provided under this contract.  This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the Contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns, or servants.  

The insurance shall also cover bodily injury, including disease, illness, and death and property damage arising out of the Contractor’s premises/operations, independent contractors, products/completed operations, personal injury and advertising injury, and contractual liability (including the tort liability of another assumed in a business contract), and contain separation of insureds (cross liability) conditions.

Contractor waives all rights against the State for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by general liability or umbrella insurance.

The limits of liability insurance shall not be less than as follows:

3. Business Auto Policy (BAP): In the event that services delivered pursuant to this contract involve the use of vehicles, or the transportation of clients, automobile liability insurance shall be required.  The coverage provided shall protect against claims for bodily injury, including illness, disease and death; and property damage caused by an occurrence arising out of or in consequence of the performance of this service by the Contractor, subcontractor, or anyone employed by either.

Contractor shall maintain business auto liability and, if necessary, commercial umbrella liability insurance with a combined single limit not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence.  The business auto liability shall include Hired and Non-Owned coverage. 
Contractor waives all rights against the State for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by business auto liability or commercial umbrella liability insurance.

4. Additional Provisions:  Above insurance policies shall include the following provisions:

a. Additional Insured: The State of Washington and all authorized contract users shall be named as an additional insured on all general liability, umbrella, excess, pollution, and property insurance policies.  All policies shall be primary over any other valid and collectable insurance. 

Notice of policy(ies) cancellation/non-renewal: For insurers subject to RCW 48.18 (Admitted and regulated by the Washington State Insurance Commissioner) a written notice shall be given to the State forty-five (45) calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy(ies) as it relates to this contract.

For insurers subject to RCW 48.15 (Surplus Lines) a written notice shall be given to the State twenty (20) calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy(ies) as it relates to this contract.

If cancellation on any policy is due to non-payment of premium, the State shall be given a written notice ten (10) calendar days prior to cancellation.

b. Identification: Policy(ies) and Certificates of Insurance must reference the state’s bid/contract number.

c. Insurance Carrier Rating: The insurance required above shall be issued by an insurance company authorized to do business within the State of Washington.  Insurance is to be placed with a carrier that has a rating of A- Class VII or better in the most recently published edition of Best’s Reports.  Any exception must be reviewed and approved by General Administration’s Risk Manager, or the Risk Manager for the State of Washington, by submitting a copy of the contract and evidence of insurance before contract commencement.  If an insurer is not admitted, all insurance policies and procedures for issuing the insurance policies must comply with Chapter 48.15 RCW and 284-15 WAC.

d. Excess Coverage: The limits of all insurance required to be provided by the Contractor shall be no less than the minimum amounts specified.  However, coverage in the amounts of these minimum limits shall not be construed to relieve the Contractor from liability in excess of such limits.

e. Pollution Coverage: Contractor shall obtain coverage for the duration of the contract for pollution legal liability, including investigation and legal defense costs, for bodily injury and property damage, including loss of use of damaged property or of property that has not been physically damaged or destroyed. Such coverage must provide coverage for both on-site and off-site clean-up costs and cover gradual and sudden pollution.

5. PURCHASES BY NONPROFIT CORPORATIONS

Enacted legislation allows nonprofit corporations to participate in state contracts for purchases administered by OSP.  By mutual agreement with OSP, the Contractor may sell goods or services at contract pricing awarded under this contract to self certified nonprofit corporations.  Such organizations purchasing under this contract shall do so only to the extent they retain eligibility and comply with other contract and statutory provisions.  The Contractor may make reasonable inquiry of credit worthiness prior to accepting orders or delivering goods or services on contract.  The state accepts no responsibility for payments by nonprofit corporations.  Contractor may not change contracted payment terms for nonprofit orders.

6. PURCHASING CARD ACCEPTANCE 
State is encouraging agencies to use the state contracted purchasing card to facilitate small dollar purchases.  While at the present time, it is not mandatory that contractors accept credit card purchases, we encourage all state contractors to consider this alternate payment process.  The current card available for state agency use is a VISA product.
7. CONTRACTOR REPRESENTATIVE

a) Responsibility:  Representative(s) shall function as the primary point of contact; shall ensure supervision and coordination, shall take corrective action as necessary to meet contractual requirements and shall be responsible for all coordination with local, state and federal agencies.

b) Availability:  Representative(s), or designee(s), shall be available during normal working hours (Monday through Friday, 8am to 5pm Pacific Standard Time) and return customer’s calls by the next business day.

c) Emergency Calls: Contractor shall provide 24-hour emergency contact.  Contact may be in the form of a pager number, cellular phone number, or a message service.  Contractor shall return customer’s call within one (1) hour of call.
8. SERVICE REQUIREMENTS
Contractor shall provide the following services at no additional cost to the Purchaser for on-site services:

a) Contractor shall provide statewide service as requested.

b) Contractor shall provide services to safely handle, test, and stabilize potentially shock sensitive, reactive and explosive materials and compressed gas cylinder materials.

c) Non-Emergency Service Calls: Contractor shall be on Purchaser’s site within twenty (20) business days or as mutually agreed.  Contractor shall coordinate with Purchaser(s) a schedule for service calls that economizes expenses.

d) Emergency Service Calls: Contractor shall be on Purchaser’s site within 24 hours of notification. All emergency requests require mobilization within 24 hours.  Emergency situations are defined by an imminent hazard as defined by Public Safety or Environmental Regulatory Agency Personnel.  

e) All work performed by Contractor (or subcontractor) shall be coordinated with the Purchaser.

f) Before the Contractor arrives on-site, the Contractor must provide the Purchaser a written Site Safety Plan; except in emergencies, then Contractor shall develop with the Purchaser a Site Safety Plan as required before starting any on-site work.

g) Contractor shall provide a list of all persons and specify each individual’s role as it relates to the work prior to the scheduled work date(s).

h) Contractor shall request Purchaser’s security plan before performing any work on-site.  Purchaser’s security plan is to be adhered to by the Contractor.  Contractor shall be responsible for any damage and loss due to lack of not following the Purchaser’s security plan while performing work on-site.

i) Work shall be performed and completed during a work schedule agreed to by the Purchaser. 

j) If the work location is not properly prepared for the work requirements, then Contractor shall provide the Purchaser adequate instructions and specifications for the Purchaser to prepare the work site. 

k) Contractor shall coordinate with Purchaser any arrangements for delivery of all Contractor’s tools, equipment, supplies, and service vehicles to Purchaser’s work site. 

l) Contractor shall supervise, direct the work, and be solely responsible for all portions of the work as identified herein.

m) Contractor shall coordinate work with other state contractor(s) to complete the work, as necessary.

n) Contractor to seal and label hazardous materials for proper disposal according to Purchaser’s requirements while meeting all governmental regulations and safety requirements.

o) Contractor to provide all necessary certificates for completed work requests to the Purchaser.

p) Contractor to remove all rubbish resulting from services provided as described herein; the premises shall be left in a clean condition.

9. SERVICE EVENT MANAGEMENT

Below describes a typical event under this contract:

	Purchaser determines the scope of service that is required and submits an inventory to the Contractor.

	Contractor visits each site requiring work.  Sets up the work site with the appropriate personnel equipment and supplies, performs the assessments, sampling, and transfers as necessary.  Prepare the certificates of ship-ability.

	Closing Meeting
	Share information regarding the event with Purchaser.


10. ON-SITE STABILIZATION SERVICE REQUIREMENT 
a) Contractor shall provide the following services for commonly found reactive and shock-sensitive materials:

1) Hazard assessment

2) Container entry

3) Chemical hazard reduction and stabilization

4) Container labeling and certification of hazard reduction and stabilization 

5) Site visit report summary

b) Contractor shall provide the following services for commonly found compressed gas cylinder materials:

1) Valve repairs (inoperable valves, hot tapping, safety capping, etc.)

2) Cylinder evaluation (leak detection, USDOT ship-ability, content identification, cylinder integrity, etc.)

3) Cylinder content sampling (for known and unknown chemical agents)

4) Cylinder content chemical sample analysis (for known and unknown chemical agents)

5) Cylinder contents transfer

6) Cylinder inserting

7) On-site treatment of compressed gas cylinder contents

11. SITE SAFETY PLAN
Company’s standard site safety plan that you would provide at a typical project site when conducting On-Site Stabilization services.
