All rights and obligations of the parties are governed by the terms of the original IFB, including any subsequent amendments, which are hereby incorporated by reference.


Purpose of Amendment

(1) Reduce max contract term


The third paragraph of Section 1.3 (Contract Term) currently reads:


“The total contract term, including the initial term and all extensions, will not exceed eight years unless circumstances, as determined in DES’s sole discretion, require a special extension.” (Underline added for emphasis.)

The third paragraph of Section 1.3 (Contract Term), amended, shall read:


“The total contract term, including the initial term and all extensions, will not exceed five years unless circumstances, as determined in DES’s sole discretion, require a special extension.” (Underline added for emphasis.)

No other language from Section 1.3 changes.


(2) Predetermine price increase schedule


Subsection “Price Increases” from Section 5.6 (Price Adjustments) currently reads:

“After 365 days from date of Award, the contractor may propose price increases on an annual basis by written notice to the Contract Administrator. Price increases are to be on a pass-through basis only and must not produce a higher profit margin for the contractor than that established by original contract pricing.  A minimum of 45 calendar days advance written notice is required and must be accompanied by supporting documentation, including (1) the contractor’s supplier’s invoices or notifications evidencing a price increase; and (2) Producer Price Indices from the Bureau of Labor Statistics (http://www.bls.gov/ppi/). Supporting documentation must evidence that the contractor’s – not just the market in general’s – costs have increased. Conversely, if the contractor’s costs have increased above the market’s increase, the contractor’s price increase will be limited to the market’s increase. 

Consideration of price increases will be at the sole discretion of DES. If a price increase is approved in-part or in-full, the resulting new contract pricing will be implemented through a contract amendment. Price adjustments granted by the DES shall remain unchanged for at least 365 calendar days thereafter.”

Subsection “Price Increases” from Section 5.6 (Price Adjustments), amended, shall read:


“After 365 days from date of Award, the contractor will be granted price increases on an annual basis by written notice to the Contract Administrator. Price increases shall be based upon the following formula:


Original Base Order Price x (Current PPI Index for Truck and Bus Bodies Series No. 1413 / the same PPI Index on Effective Date of Contract)

Price adjustments granted by DES shall remain unchanged for at least 365 calendar days thereafter.”
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
