2. Do I have to use this contract?

Yes, unless you’re in Region 6.  DES no longer puts mandatory or convenience language in its contracts because state law does not appear to support that distinction.  This contract should be considered to be “mandatory use”.  State agency customers can choose to research the option to initiate the Best Buy provision; see the Washington Purchasing Manual for more information.

Region 6 has no state contract coverage.  State agency customers located in Region 6 are given unlimited delegated authority to procure these services under the Washington Purchasing Manual’s section 7.1.b.7.  Rules of competition still apply.

3. How do I access this contract?

Contact the vendor’s representative for the area in which your facility is physically located (or where your scrap is located if different from your operational address) to begin the 0process.  A purchase order will work as a way to formalize your commitment to using your vendor – make sure you reference the state contract number of 01509 on the purchase order.
4. What if I have a problem with the vendor?

If you have issues that you cannot work out by dealing directly with the vendor, contact the contracts specialist indicated below.  The contracts specialist will work with you and the vendor to find a win-win solution.
